Objectives:  Students will…
· learn the importance of strong, private passwords for safety with apps.
· learn features of strong passwords.
· practice creating strong passwords for app safety.

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Inform students that this lesson will focus on the importance of maintaining strong, private passwords in order to protect their use of apps.  
2. [bookmark: _Hlk77761754]Instruct students to think about their current friendships and ask themselves the following questions, pause between each question to allow students true think time.  
a. Do you always get along with your friends? 
b. Do you ever argue or disagree or don’t speak to each other from time to time?
c. Has the friendship ever gone through periods of time with one or both spending more time with other friends?
3. Explain that friendships and relationships can come and go and change, sometimes getting close and sometimes getting farther apart.  
4. Now ask students to reflect on how sharing passwords with friends, boyfriends or girlfriends could be risky.  Call on volunteers to share reflections.  (You may need to mention what if…
· the person you shared your password with gets upset with you?
· you break up with them?
· You used the same password or close versions on more than one account?
5. Explain that passwords are like keys to your house.  They help protect your personal information, identity, and online reputation.   This is why it is important to have a strong password that cannot easily be guessed or hacked.
6. [bookmark: _Hlk66712680]Display the Rate the Password Handout (see pg. 3) on a shared document.  Instruct the students to rate the strength of each password by labeling the letter of one of the labels below.  Students should also be ready to explain their rating choice such as too simple, needs a number, etc.  
A. Weak
B.  Medium
C. Strong  
7. For each password, sum up the ratings and ask volunteers to comment on their rating. 
8. [bookmark: _Hlk66784868]On a T-Chart shared document, instruct students to post characteristics that make a password strong or weak.
9. Call on volunteers to read off the lists from the t-chart.   Then, ask participants to share why strong passwords are important.    
10. Inform students that cybercrime laws are enacted to protect the user’s safety.  Charges for hacking a password can range from a misdemeanor to a felony.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
11. Inform students that they will be placed in breakout rooms for 12 minutes.  Groups are to discuss and decide on one response to record for each of the Password Savvy Topics (see pg. 5).  The group’s response should be different from what is already entered by another group. 
12. When the time is up, bring groups back to the main room.  Call on each group to report out on one slide. 
If Breakout Rooms Are Not Available:
· Divide the students into groups and assign each group one slide.
· Instruct each member of the group to add an idea on their assigned slide.
· Call on groups to report out on their slide.
13. Next, display the Steps to Strong Passwords Handout (see pg. 6) on your screen.  Instruct students to follow the directions and practice creating a mock password. 
14. Call on students to share their mock password and ask the class to rate the password’s strength by entering in the chat box a “1” for strong, “2” for medium and “3” for weak.  If a password received a medium or weak rating, ask for tips for making it stronger.
15. Remind students not to use their mock password.  They can use these steps to create a different password.  Instruct students to think about who they would share their password with and why.  Ask for volunteers to comment out loud with the class.  
16. Next, ask volunteers to share who they should not share their passwords with and why.  

Lesson Closure: 
17. Call on random students and ask for one tip for password safety.
