Objectives: Students will…
· understand how taxes are taken out of paychecks.
· learn about the different types of taxes.
· explore the deductions taken out of paychecks.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

(For Officers) Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te]encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· following the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Activity 1: Taxes and Your Paycheck
1. Inform the class that this activity will discuss taxes. A tax is a charge usually of money imposed by authority on persons or property for public purposes.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://www.merriam-webster.com/dictionary/tax ] 

2. Ask students to type in the chat what taxes can be used to pay for and let students know they may also unmute and verbally respond.  
Possible Responses: Fire, Police, EMS, Schools: K-12, Colleges, Universities, Hospitals, Military, Roads, 
Social Services, NASA, Farm/Food Safety – USDA, and Covid 19 vaccine.
3. Review the responses provided by the students and read them aloud to the class. 
4. Explain to students that not all of our earned income from a job goes directly to the individual or the employee. Taxes are taken out for various reasons.
5. Share the screen and show the “Understanding Your Paycheck” video.

6. Discuss with students that if a person does not pay their taxes, the government may levy their wages in order to collect them. Levying wages is an order to take wages out of a paycheck as noted in A.R.S.§ 42-1201.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  https://www.azleg.gov/ars/42/01201.htm ] 

7. Share the Pay Stub Vocabulary slides on your screen and review the following terms with students:
· Gross pay: The total amount of salary paid before any deductions are taken out.
· Net pay: The amount of salary received after taxes and deductions have been taken out.
· Taxes: Payments made to the government that are withheld from income.
· Deductions: Money taken out of a paycheck for retirement accounts and eligible medical and dental insurance plans. The deductions for those types of benefits are not taxed by the federal government, which means they are essentially excluded from federal taxable wages.
8. Ask students if they have heard these terms prior to today’s lesson and answer any clarifying questions they may have. 

Activity 2: Deductions and Benefits
9. Explain to students that they will now learn about the deductions taken out of a paycheck. 
10. Divide students into groups of 4-5 students and assign each group one of the following terms: Federal Income Tax, State Income Tax, City/Local Income Tax, Social Security, Medicare, and 401k.
11. Each group will be given 10 minutes to create a digital illustration of their term to share with the class with their researched definition included.
12. After 10 minutes, close the breakout rooms and call on each group to share their illustration. This will provide an example of each type of deduction and benefit and help students to understand the vocabulary terms. 
· Federal Income Tax
Correct Answer: Taxes taken out of a paycheck that go to the federal government.
· State Income Tax
Correct Answer: Taxes taken out of a paycheck that go to the state government.
· City/Local Income Tax 
Correct Answer: Taxes taken out of a paycheck that go to the city/local government. Explain that not everyone pays city or local taxes; it depends on where you live and work.
· Social Security
Correct Answer: Withholdings that go into the federal government program that provides income support to people who are unemployed, disabled, or over the age of 65.
· Medicare
Correct Answer: Withholdings that go into the federal health insurance program for people 65 and older, and also for people with disabilities.
· 401(k)
Correct Answer: This is an investment account that is used for retirement. Income paid to this account is tax-deferred, which means that taxes generally are not paid until retirement. Sometimes the employer also makes contributions to this account, and they are also tax-deferred.
If Breakout Rooms Are Not Available:
· Students will each choose a term individually to illustrate on their own sheet of paper. Students may use colored pencils, markers, or other drawing tools.
· Ask volunteers to share their illustrations.

13. After all groups have shared, ask volunteers to share one important item they learned about deductions and benefits and respond to any questions students may have.
14. Provide students with the link to the Taxes Vocabulary game in the chat box. This will allow students to check their understanding of the key terms.

Lesson Debrief: Ask students the top five things they think taxes should be used for and why. Students should share their responses in the chat box. Call on volunteers to share one of the items on their list and explain why they feel taxes should be used towards that.
