“Guarding the Gaming Experience:  For Staff and Community”

Roblox 

Objectives:  Participants will…
· Understand potential risks to youth
· Learn how to download, play and set safety controls
· Practice communicating to your youth about online requests

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Electronic device such as smartphone, tablet, laptop, etc. with internet access and capability to download Roblox game
· Roblox article (1 per person):  Parents guide to Roblox and how your kids can play it safely  by Andy Robertson (freelance game expert) https://www.internetmatters.org/hub/esafety-news/parents-guide-to-roblox-and-how-your-kids-can-play-it-safely/ (Optional:  copy and paste the section titled: “What is Roblox?” onto a word document and print copies for each group)

Timeframe: 60 Minutes

Activity 1:  Know-Want to Know and Learned about Roblox
1. Begin the activity by placing the participants into small groups of 4 or 5 participants in each.  Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Next, ask the participants to raise their hands if they have played Roblox.  Instruct them to put their hands down then ask them again to raise their hands if their students have played Roblox.  
3. Draw or display a “Know”- “Want to Know” and “Learned” chart.  Instruct the groups to discuss and record on their large poster paper what they know about the game Roblox and what questions they have about the game.  
4. Next, hand each participant a copy of the article, “Parents guide to Roblox and how your kids can play it safely”.  Instruct the groups to take turns reading aloud to their group, the section titled: “What is Roblox?” that describes the game.  (You may want to copy and paste that section of the article on a separate word document and print copies for each group)
5. Instruct the groups to share a key point with their group and then record what they learned about Fortnite in the “Learned” section of their group chart.   
6. Instruct the groups to discuss any information that surprised them and be ready to share aloud.  
7. Rotate around the room and ask for volunteers to share information that surprise them.  


Activity 2:  Set-Up and Play Roblox
1. Ask the participants to download Roblox onto their cellular devices
1) Access the App Store
2) In the search icon, type Roblox
3) Download the App to the phone
2. Instruct the participants to access Roblox, after it has been downloaded onto their devices, participants should create a username.  Explain that the company suggests not using a real name.  Provide a birthday, then sign up.  Explain that the company also suggests using the correct date of birth so that the program can filter for appropriate safe chat.  
3. Once signed up, log into Roblox and scroll through the many available game options.
4. To set safety features:  
1) Assign each member of the small group, a different minor age group for example:  <8, <11, >14, >17)
2) Select the “more” icon at the bottom of the main page
3) Access “Account info” and review the additional settings that can be added.  Instruct groups to discuss what information is safe to share in the different age groups:
a. Phone
b. Email
c. Personal information
d. Social networks
e. “Visibility”
5. To access security features, return to the settings feature and click on the security tab
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]Verification settings for additional log in
2) Improved account security to prevent unauthorized access
3) Account Pin allows for a PIN to be set so that parents or other party knows when account is accessed
4) Account Restrictions allows access to content previously reviewed by Roblox and determined as safe
5. To access privacy features:
1) Return to settings tab and click on privacy
2) Review chat settings and select desired toggles
3) Review other settings that determine accessibility
7. To access Billing, return to settings tab and click on “Billing”.  Notice that you must be a building member to access.
8. To access notifications, review the default settings and set the desired settings.
9. Provide time for participants to play the game.

Activity 3:  Risks and Benefits of Roblox
1. Instruct each group to divide their large poster paper into 4 sections and label the sections with the following categories:
1) Risks
2) Benefits
3) Safety Tips
4) Safety Features
2. Next, instruct the groups to refer back to their Roblox article.  Assign each group member a different numbered category to list details from the article and from their own ideas or experience with the game.  Members of the group should assist each other with listing details.
3. Debrief the poster by asking each group to provide one detail from each of the 4 categories.  

Activity 4:  Practice Conversation
1. Instruct the groups to discuss talking points they should discuss with their student about the game, Roblox.  After a few minutes of small group discussion, hand each group the Roblox handout and explain that this handout can be utilized as a guide when talking with their student.  
2. Instruct the small groups to practice their talking points on each other, role playing parent/student conversation about Roblox.  
3. Ask if any volunteers would like to demonstrate their parent/teen role play for the audience.  
Talking Points:
· Safe chatting with other players
· Appropriate vs inappropriate conversations
· Bullying and being bullied
· Speaking up if they hear/see something that is offensive or harmful to them or anyone else
· Setting safety controls
· Reporting online and in-person

Debrief: Share with your group your main concern with Roblox and how will you address your concern.  Ask for volunteers to share aloud with the audience.  
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
