TikTok

Objectives:  Participants will…
· Understand potential risk to youth utilizing the TikTok app 
· Learn how to download, play and set safety controls
· Create questions to ask your youth to guide them with being safe with social media 

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Electronic device such as smartphone, tablet, laptop, etc. with internet access and capability to download TikTok app
Timeframe: 45 Minutes

Activity 1: Potential Risk of TikTok
1. Begin the activity by placing participants into small groups of 4 or 5 in each.  Provide large paper and markers for each group.  
2. Instruct the participants to discuss in their groups, what they think entices teens to use social media apps.  
3. Rotate to each each group to share ideas as you record them on the board.  
Possible Responses:  music, videos, celebrities, upload content, interact with others, etc. 
4. Explain that TikTok utilizes some of these popular social media features that draw young audiences to their app.  The TikTok app, formerly known as Musical.ly, allows users to create, share and browse 60 second videos with friends, family or the entire world.  There is a separate section for users who enter their age under 13 on their profile.  Under 13 users can only view curated videos. Curated videos are videos the app company deems appropriate for under 13.   

Activity 2:  Set-Up and Explore TikTok
1. Download Tik Tok from the App Store 
1) Access the App Store
2) Click on the seach icon
3) Enter Tik Tok in the search box
4) Download the app
2. Create a username via email or phone number including a password.
3. Instruct the groups to review the safety features and discuss the benefits and risk of the different options.  Participants should also take notes on any features that may be of concern for their student.
4. Account Safety Features
1) On the bottom of the main page, click on the “person” icon all the way to the right
2) Click on the three “dots” tab on the upper right corner
3) Access your account
a. Account is public by default
b. Private account allows users to approve or deny followers and restrict uploaded content
c. Profile photo, username and bio are public
d. Restricted Mode limits material that is considered inappropriate to minors and requires a passcode to toggle on/off; Note that it does not define appropriate/vs inappropriate (good for only 30 days)
e. Screen Time Management allows two hours of TikTok per day unless a passcode is entered
5. Account Content
A. Duets can be made with everyone, no one or just friends
B. Comment on videos can be set to everyone, friends or turned off and/or deleted; you can long-press on the video to show preference
C. Report inappropriate content
6. Rotate to each group and ask for their top three concerns and record these on the board and tally duplicate responses.  Circle the top three concerns that obtained the most tallies.
Possible Concerns:  users may be contacted by strangers who want personal information or even want to meet up with them in person, huge amount of downloads-increase risk of exposure to inappropriate content such as cuss words, sexual content/mature content, violence, crude behavior, users may want more “followers” or exposure so they may begin to “follow” or “friend” unknown users, etc.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Activity 3:  Social Media Safety Questions
1. Instruct the groups to collaborate and create a list of 5 safety strategies a teen should consider before using any social media site.  Then instruct the groups to create questions for each of the safety strategies, they could ask their student to help guide them into thinking about how to be safe with social media sites.  
2. Rotate around to each group and ask a volunteer to share three of their top questions.  Continue to rotate around to each group until all ideas have been reported.  

Debrief:  Instruct each participant or each group to state one main concern with TikTok and one safety tip to remain safe on any social media site.  
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
