Virtual Escape Room Lesson Plan
(Middle/High School)
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Virtual escape rooms are meant to introduce a new topic or reinforce a topic already discussed in the classroom.

Objective: Students will be able to work together to solve clues and answer questions.

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed: Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Whiteboard and dry erase marker, 1 per group 
· A virtual escape room of your choice - https://lawforkids.org/youth/explore/escape-rooms 

Prior to the lesson:
· Ask the teacher to display the chosen escape room on the projector/whiteboard.
· Ask the teacher to be prepared to place students into small groups of 3-4.
· Play the virtual escape room to become familiar with the content and determine what should be added to expand on the answers provided. 

Timeframe: 25 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3–4 students and provide each group with a whiteboard and marker. Each student should take turns writing on the whiteboard as rounds progress.
2. Direct the students attention to projected escape room (give them the topic of the chosen escape room) and tell students that they will work together to solve clues and each clue will lead to a question they need to answer.
3. Present the first clue and ask one group to solve the clue to get to the question.
4. Allow the small groups time to read and discuss the question together.
5. Have each group write their answer on their small group’s whiteboard.
6. The facilitator will call on a few groups to share their answer and reasoning before revealing the correct answer. Expand on the answer as needed.
7. Repeat steps 4–7 until all questions have been covered.
8. Debrief the activity by having students reflect on what they learned.
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
