Court Room Chaos Energizer

Objectives:  Students will… 
· engage in an energizer activity to get know each other. 
· be placed into different groups as a group divider to work with multiple students. 

Protective Factor Developed: Connection to School

Timeframe: 15 Minutes

Activity:  Court Room Chaos
1. Instruct the students to form a circle in an open space in the classroom, hallway, or outdoors if needed.
2. Stand in the middle of the circle and start with one student in the circle and assign them the title, ‘Judge’, the next student to their left, ‘Attorney’, the next, Clerk, the next, ‘Bailiff’.  Continue around the circle assigning each student a title.  
3. Explain that this energizer is a take on “Fruit Basket Upset”.  The student in the middle will call out 1, 2, 3, or all 4 titles in any order.  If your title is called out, you must move to a place in the circle that was vacated by another participant who moved.  
4. The last student remaining in the circle will call out a title or titles.  Inform the students to leave the space open that a previous student vacated.  
5. After a few rounds, stop the game and divide the students into the desired number of groups.  Assign each new group their new location in the room.
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
