· continue to explore the different roles in Teen Court.
· understand the roles of the Court Clerk, Juror, and Bailiff.
· learn about the specific duties of the Court Clerk, Juror, and Bailiff.

Timeframe: 45 Minutes

Activity: 
1. Divide students into 3 groups to engage them in a jigsaw.  If you have a large class, then you may create duplicate groups who will be assigned the same role.
2. Assign one group the Court Clerk, one group the Bailiff, and one group the Jury.
3. The Court Clerk group should receive the Court Clerk Procedures and Court Clerk Guidelines handouts.
4. The Bailiff group should receive the Bailiff Protocols and Bailiff Guidelines handouts.
5. The Jury group should receive the Jury Protocols, Jury Report Form, and Jury Guidelines handouts.
6. Each group should read their handouts, then discuss the contents within their small groups. They should decide what the most important points about their assigned role should be shared with others. During this step, each member of the group should take their own notes.
7. Give each student in every small group the letter A, B, or C. 
8. After all of the groups have completed their discussions of their assigned role, explain that they will teach their role to others.  
9. All of the A’s should sit together, all of the B’s should sit together, and all of the C’s should sit together. This should place a Bailiff, Juror, and Court Clerk in each new group. 
10. Once everyone is in their new group, each student should teach their role to their new group.
11. Once everyone in the group has taught their role, the small groups should talk amongst themselves to see if they have any questions about the roles they learned.  They should pick one student from their group to write their questions down.
12. The facilitator should review each of the three roles and elaborate or clarify where necessary.  Once all three roles have been discussed, ask if there are any remaining questions. 

Debrief: Ask each group to state one thing they learned about a chosen role (Court Clerk, Jury, or Bailiff).
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
