“Teen Court 101: Starting a Teen Court” Academy
(Advanced Upper Elementary/Middle/High School) 
“Teen Court Roles” Lesson Plan

Objectives: Students will…
· learn about the different roles in Teen Court.
· practice working together to prepare for Teen Court.

Protective Factor Developed: Critical Reasoning Skills

Materials:
· Pens/markers, 1 per person
· Large poster paper, 1 per group
· Teen Court role cards, 1 role card per person

Timeframe: 40 Minutes	

Activity:
1. Divide students into groups of 3-4 and provide them with a large poster paper and markers.
2. Distribute a role card to each student and give them a few minutes to read it and learn it. 
3. Explain that they will walk around the room and find someone with a different role card. They will teach that person about the role on their card and vice versa. They will then switch cards with their partner and repeat until they have had a chance to discuss all 8 roles. 
4. Collect the role cards after students have completed the activity and returned to their small groups.
5. Have students work with their small groups to create a poster that summarizes the following roles: Judge, bailiff, defense attorney, prosecuting attorney, jurors, defendant, victim, and victim advocate. They can choose to organize and decorate their poster however they want, as long as they effectively summarize each role.
6. Walk around while groups are creating their posters and correct as needed.
7. After giving students enough time to complete their posters, have each group present and post their poster on the wall.
8. Explain that the class will dive deeper into specific roles in future lessons.
9. Debrief the lesson by having groups discuss what their favorite role was and why. Ask 2-3 students to share.
