Aggravating Factors:
	
The defendant exhibits a pattern of disruptive behavior.


	
The defendant is often disrespectful towards teachers.


	
The defendant has gotten into physical altercations with other students.


	
The defendant was in possession of a weapon during the time of the incident.

	
The defendant has a history of drug or alcohol use.



	
The defendant often engages in bullying or harassing other students.

	
The defendant committed multiple behavioral violations within a short period.


	
The defendant frequently uses inappropriate language at school.


Mitigating Factors:

	
The defendant shows a willingness to address the consequences of their actions.


	

The defendant has good grades.


	

The defendant offers sincere apologies to those affected.


	

The defendant has had little or no previous behavior incidents.

	
The defendant actively cooperates with school authorities.
	
The defendant is involved in counseling or support programs that address the underlying issues that may have led to the incident.


	
The defendant has positive character references from teachers, counselors, or peers.
