Objectives: 
· Students will understand the warning signs of escalation during online conflict 
· Students will learn consequences of online aggression

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Online Conflict Slides
· Scenarios, 1 scenario per group
· Facilitator Guide, 1 copy per facilitator
· Sticky Notes, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Check with the classroom teacher to ensure the online conflict slides can be shared in the classroom using their available technology

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.



Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Display online conflict slide 1. Ask students to stay seated if one of the statements has ever happened to them. Ask for volunteers to read the statements. 
3. Explain that individually these actions may seem minor, but when many people do them at once, this is often how online conflict begins.
4. Show the escalation ladder on slide 2 and explain using the guide below.
· Step 1: Disagreement- This is the starting point. It’s when people have different opinions or feel a little frustrated, but things are still respectful. This conflict is normal and usually easy to handle.
· Step 2: Personal Attacks- People start attacking each other personally with insults, mocking, or sarcasm. This is a warning sign because it shifts from disagreement to disrespect.
· Step 3: Public Embarrassment- At this point, the conflict goes public. People screenshot messages, spread rumors, bring others into the argument, or post in group chats to embarrass someone. This is a big escalation because now there’s an audience watching and sometimes joining in, which can make things feel overwhelming.
· Step 4: Threats or Intimidation- This is the most serious level. It involves threats like “You better watch your back” or “Wait until school tomorrow.” This is dangerous and can affect someone’s safety. When it gets here, adults need to step in and help.
ARS §13-1202 – Threatening or Intimidating: A person commits this offense if they threaten physical injury or serious public inconvenience.
5. Now let’s figure out where different online conflicts fall on the escalation ladder. 
6. Distribute a scenario to each group.
7. Allow the groups time to collaborate and complete the questions.
8. Once done, call on groups to share their responses. As the facilitator, expand on responses and clarify concepts as needed. See Facilitator Guide.
9. Show the THINK poster on slide 3 and explain these are simple steps you can follow to help prevent online conflict before it even starts. 
10. Debrief the lesson by asking students to write down on a sticky note how they will prevent online conflict.
11. Collect sticky note as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
