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Facilitator Guide
Scenario 1: A student posts a screenshot of someone’s private message and captions it, “Look how dumb this is 😂.” Others begin reacting and commenting.
Stage: Public Embarrassment (Step 3)
Warning Signs:
• Screenshotting private content
• Audience involvement
• Humiliation
• Sharing private communication
• Piling on
Handle It:
• Stop resharing
• Save evidence
• Report to the platform
• Notify trusted adult
Legal Status:
Usually not criminal if isolated.
[bookmark: _Hlk223006929]However, applicable laws if repeated:
· ARS §13-2921 – Harassment
Repeated communication intended to harass or that causes serious emotional distress may qualify.
· ARS §13-2916 – Electronic Harassment
If done to intimidate, threaten, or seriously annoy using electronic communication.

Scenario 2: A group of teammates in a group chat argues about who caused their team to lose. Multiple students start blaming each other, saying things like, “You missed the shot!” and “No, you passed it wrong!”
Stage: Disagreement (Step 1)
Warning Signs:
• Frustration
• Blaming
• Defensive tone
Handle It:
• Keep it about the issue, not the person
• Step away from chat
• Use calm language
Scenario 3: During an online argument, one student insults another, and several others jump in saying, “You’re so bad at everything!” or “Nobody wants you on their team.”
Stage: Personal Attacks (Step 2)
Warning Signs:
• Insults
• Attacking character instead of issue
• Emotional escalation
Handle It:
• Do not respond emotionally
• Pause
• Redirect or leave chat
Legal Status:
Usually not criminal if isolated.
However, applicable law if repeated and causing emotional distress:
· ARS §13-2921 – Harassment
Repeated communication intended to harass or that causes serious emotional distress may qualify.

Scenario 4- Several students create a group chat excluding one classmate. They start sharing old embarrassing photos and making jokes about them, with multiple others laughing and encouraging each other.
Stage: Public Embarrassment (Step 3)
Warning Signs:
• Group exclusion
• Sharing embarrassing content
• Social exclusion
• Group pressure
• Piling on
Handle It:
• Don’t participate
• Privately check in on targeted student
• Report 
Applicable Laws (if repeated or severe):
· ARS §13-2921 – Harassment
Repeated communication intended to harass or that causes serious emotional distress may qualify.
· ARS §13-2916 – Electronic Harassment
If done to intimidate, threaten, or seriously annoy using electronic communication.

Scenario 5- In a gaming chat, an argument escalates, and turns into, “Keep talking and see what happens tomorrow.”
Stage: Threats or Intimidation (Step 4)
Warning Signs:
• Implicit threat
• Moving conflict offline
• Implied physical confrontation
Handle It:
• Screenshot immediately
• Report to adult/platform
• Do NOT respond
• Increase supervision awareness
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-1202 – Threatening or Intimidating
A person commits this offense if they threaten physical injury or serious public inconvenience.

Scenario 6- After being asked to stop, a group posts angry comments, and some peers cheer them on, saying things like, “Go on, give them a piece of your mind!”
Stage: Personal Attacks (Step 2)
Warning Signs:
• Repeated unwanted contact
• Escalating tone
• Ignoring boundaries
Handle It:
• Stop responding
• Block
• Save evidence
• Tell adult if continues
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-2921 – Harassment
Repeated communication intended to harass or that causes serious emotional distress may qualify.
· ARS §13-2916 – Electronic Harassment
If done to intimidate, threaten, or seriously annoy using electronic communication.



Scenario 7- A rumor starts about a student, and multiple classmates repost saying, “Everyone should unfollow them” or “No one should be friends with them.”
Stage: Public Embarrassment (Step 3)
Warning Signs:
• Encouraging group targeting
• Social harm
• Amplification
• Encouraging social exclusion
• Spreading rumor
• Group pressure
Handle It:
• Don’t forward/share
• Challenge respectfully or disengage
• Report to the platform
Applicable Law (if repeated and distressing):
· ARS §13-2921 – Harassment
Repeated communication intended to harass or that causes serious emotional distress may qualify.
· ARS §13-2916 – Electronic Harassment
If done to intimidate, threaten, or seriously annoy using electronic communication.

Scenario 8- Two students argue online, and several others join in saying, “I swear if you say that again, we’re going to handle it.”
Stage: Threats or Intimidation (Step 4)
Warning Signs:
• Direct threat
• Specific mention of school
• Intent to confront physically
Handle It:
• Screenshot for evidence
• Immediate adult involvement
• Do not retaliate
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-1202 – Threatening or Intimidating
· ARS §13-2923 – Stalking
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
