Facilitator Guide
Scenario 1: You are at a concert, and the crowd suddenly rushes toward the front of the stage. Some people begin pushing and shoving to get closer. A few people fall but the crowd keeps moving forward. Others begin shouting angrily at each other. 
Warning Signs
· People rushing forward quickly
· Pushing and shoving
· People falling in the crowd
· Angry shouting or arguments
Why People Keep Pushing
· Excitement to get closer to the performer
· Peer pressure or crowd momentum
· Fear of missing out
· People behind pushing forward
Safe Choices
· Move toward the sides or back of the crowd
· Help someone up if it can be done safely
· Stay calm and avoid pushing
· Leave the area if it becomes unsafe
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-2904 – Disorderly Conduct

Scenario 2: You are at your school’s football game when people begin arguing loudly. The argument quickly gets heated and people start threatening each other. People around them form a circle and start recording with their phones.
Warning Signs
· Loud verbal argument
· Aggressive tone and language
· Crowd forming around the argument
· Recording and cheering
How the Crowd Makes It Worse
· Increasing pressure on the people involved
· Making it harder for people to walk away
· Drawing more attention and more people
Safe Choices
· Step away from the argument
· Avoid joining the crowd or filming
· Move toward a safer area
· Alert event staff or security if appropriate
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-1202 – Threatening or Intimidating
Scenario 3: You are at a party and at first people are talking and dancing. Suddenly someone spills a drink and many people begin yelling at each other. Others crowd around to watch and cheer and shout things like “Fight!” 
Warning Signs
· Yelling 
· People crowding around to watch
· People encouraging conflict (“Fight!”) 
· Rising tension and emotions
Group Pressure Effects
· People may feel encouraged to escalate the situation
· Some may join in or take sides
· Encouraging the argument to turn into a fight
Safe Choices
· Move away from the conflict area
· Encourage friends to leave with you
· Avoid getting involved in the argument
· Find a quieter or safer space
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-2904 – Disorderly Conduct

Scenario 4- You are in the hallway at school when some students begin shouting insults at another group. Others join in and start to throw paper or objects. The crowd becomes louder and more intense.
Warning Signs
· Shouting insults 
· More people joining the conflict
· Throwing objects
· Rising tension and emotions
Crowd Energy Effects
· People may feel pressure to join in because others are participating
· Students may act differently in a crowd than they would alone
· Individuals may feel less responsible for their actions when surrounded by a large group
Safe Choices
· Move away from the crowd and avoid the conflict
· Encourage friends to leave with you
· Report the situation to an adult
Applicable Law:
· ARS §13-1203 – Assault
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
