Objectives: 
· Students will learn how to recognize early warning signs of mob conflict
· Students will practice strategies to prevent themselves and others from joining in on mob behavior

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Example, 1 copy for whole group
· Sticky Note Pads, 1 different color pad per small group
· Strategies, 1 copy for whole group
· Scenario Worksheet, 1 copy per group
· [bookmark: _Hlk188606741]Blank sheet of paper, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· [bookmark: _Hlk191456895]Cut strategies so each group receives one strategy
· If there are concerns that students may write inappropriate comments on the sticky notes, assign each small group a different color pad of sticky notes. If an inappropriate comment is made, you can identify the group.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with different colored sticky notes.
2. Write the headings, In-Person Conflict and Online Conflict on the class board, spaced apart. 
3. Show students the in person-conflict example and explain to students that conflicts can happen face-to-face or online and both types have early warning signs. 
4. Have groups record on one sticky note a warning sign of escalating conflict for either in-person or online. 
5. One student from each group will post their group’s sticky note under the appropriate heading on the board.  
6. The facilitator will read the list of warning signs to the class. 
Facilitator Note: Possible Responses- raised voices, tense body language, crowd gathering, insults
7. Explain to students that recognizing warning signs early is important because it helps prevent situations from escalating into something more serious. 
8. Next, ask groups to record on one sticky note an example of where conflict might take place. 
9. One student from each group will post their group’s sticky note under the appropriate heading on the board.  
10. The facilitator will read the list of places to the class. 
Facilitator Note: Possible Responses- hallways, lunchroom, sports games, groups chats, social media 
11. Explain to students now that we recognize when and where conflict starts, let’s explore how to prevent it from escalating. 
12. Hand out a strategy to each group. Explain that they received a strategy to prevent themselves and others from joining in on mob behavior.
13. Instruct groups to use their large poster paper to create a poster to show the strategy they were given. Each poster should include:
a. A clear title 
b. Description of the strategy
c. Examples
d. A catchy, school appropriate, slogan
14. All group members will participate and contribute ideas to the poster. They will have 8 minutes to complete the poster. One group member will start writing and once the 2-minute timer is up, they will pass the marker to the next group member. This will continue every 2 minutes until the 8 minutes is up and all group members have contributed.
15. Gallery Walk: Display the posters around the classroom. Allow students to walk around and review each poster.
16. Once the students return to their seats, they will use the strategies displayed around the classroom to respond to different scenarios with their group.
17. Distribute a scenario worksheet to each group.
18. Allow the groups time to collaborate and complete the worksheet.
19. Once done, call on groups to share their responses for each scenario.
20. Debrief the lesson by having students write a letter on a blank sheet of paper to a fictional friend who is known to escalate conflict. In the letter, they should include calming strategies.  
21. Collect letters as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
