Be Responsible!  Ride on the Right Lesson Plan
Developed to accompany the City of Phoenix Bicycle Safety Comic Book Series
Objectives:  
· Students will learn the law about riding on the right side of the roadway.
· Students will participate in an activity that will help them understand why riding on the right side of the road is safer.
· Students will learn how to get help if there is a bike accident with someone they are riding with.

Materials:
· Bicycle Comic Book Episode 2 (e-mail Don Cross: Donald.cross@phoenix.gov)
· Group poster from “Obey Traffic Signs” lesson 3
· Crayons

Grade Level:  3-4
Timeframe:  25 minutes
Activity: 
1. Begin by dividing participants into the same groups they were in during lesson 3.
2. Have the students in each group line up next to each other, separated from the other group by about 10 feet.   The groups should be facing each other.
3. Tell the students that you want each of them to move forward 20 feet when you tell them to go.  Instruct them to do it quickly, but safely. 
4. When you say the word “go”, the students will most likely meet in a mass in the center of the room and have to work to go forward the 20 feet. 
5. Once completed, have them form up the same way again.  Once in place, rearrange them into rows so that the first person in each group has the rest of that group lined up behind them.  This person should be facing the leader of the other group.  Have everyone take 2 steps to their right.
6. Tell the students once again that you want them to walk 20 feet forward.  Give the “go” command, and they should be able to go forward without incident.
Explain to the students that there is a law that requires both cars and bicycles to ride on the right side of the street.  It is for safety and for the smooth flow of traffic. (ARS 28-721 Any vehicle moving slower than the normal traffic speed shall drive in the right-hand lane, or “as close as PRACTICABLE” to the right edge of the road, except when preparing to turn left or when passing).
7. Next, pass out the Bicycle Safety comic Book episode 2 and have volunteers from each groups take turns reading aloud to their group.
8. Pass out to groups their poster they created in lesson 3 “Obey Traffic Signs” and have the students draw themselves on a bike, on the right hand side of the roadway on a street. Have students imagine  they were riding with their friend and that friend had a bike accident and is injured; how they would get help.  Have groups discuss possible actions they could take to get help and be ready to report out.  
Possible answers:
· Make sure you are in a safe area
· Call 911 or ask a bystander to call
· Call parents 
· Never get into the car with anyone until you have parent permission (police and ambulance is ok)
9. Debrief by asking the students the following questions:
a. Why do we have a law requiring bikes to ride on the right hand side of the road?
b. Why is it safer for everyone if we ride on the right hand side of the road?
c. How can you get help if your friend is in a bike accident?
