Understanding School Violence Lesson Plan
Objectives:  
· Students will explore percentages from the Arizona School Violence Survey
· Students will understand how laws can help provide protection against youth violence
· Students will collaborate to develop a strategy to help stop youth violence and weapon use
Materials:
· Poster paper and markers for each group
· Violent Behaviors Facilitator Guide
· Teacher account for www.socrative.com 
· 2013 Youth Risk Behavior Survey Results Questions                                 http://www.azed.gov/prevention-programs/resources/data/yrbs

Timeframe:  50 minutes
Activity: 
1. Begin by dividing participants into groups of 4-5 students in each.
2. Explain to the students that in the coming weeks they will receive lessons on Campus Safety and that violent behaviors can be a safety concern.
3. Have the groups brainstorm what types of behaviors they would consider to be violent.  Have a volunteer from each group record the group’s ideas.
4. Have groups rotate reporting out one idea at a time until most ideas have been heard. Comment on behaviors that could have legal consequences.  See facilitator guide:  Violent Behaviors
5. Next, explain to the class that they are going to explore percentages on school violence from the 2013 Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS) Results using a class competition format.

Option 1: On-line Competition using www.socative.com
a. As the facilitator, you will need to create a ‘Teacher Account’ on the Socrative website and follow the instructions for creating a class quiz prior to this lesson. Utilize the 2013 YRBS Survey handout to create the questions on the Socrative quiz.
b. Give each group a laptop/tablet or allow them to use their smart phones with internet. (make sure they have permission with parents)
c. Have groups log onto www.socratic.com  and click on ‘Student’-Room Name (you will create name for each class)-‘Join Room’ (groups will use a group name) then ‘Done’.  
d. Groups will go through each question you entered and click on their answer then click on ‘Submit Answer’ each time.
e. Give the groups sufficient amount of time to complete then review correct answers, awarding points to teams for each correct answer.

Option 2:  Classroom Competition using scoreboard
a. Instruct each group to label a large poster paper with their group’s name and number from 1-10
b. Next, hand each group a copy of 2013 Youth Risk Behavior Survey Results Questions
FACE DOWN
c. Instruct groups to turn paper over and discuss as a group the right answer and record the corresponding letter on their large paper. (Remind groups to keep their responses private from other groups for now)  They will have 10 minutes to finish
d. When time is up have the groups post their answers, as you debrief the answers award points to the groups with correct responses (see Answer Key)

6. Next, assign each group one of the school violence behaviors from the facilitator guide and instruct each group to develop a strategy to help stop youth violence and weapon use and be ready to share with class.
Possible solutions:
· Refuse to bring a weapon to school, refuse to carry a weapon for another student, and refuse to keep silent about those who carry weapons. 
· Report any crime immediately to school authorities or the police. 
· Report suspicious or worrisome behavior or talk by other students to a teacher or counselor. You may save someone’s life. 
· Learn how to manage your own anger effectively. Find out ways to settles arguments by talking it out, working it out, or walking away rather than fighting. 
· Help others settle disputes peaceably. Start or join a peer mediation program, in which trained teens help peers find ways to settle arguments without fists or weapons.

An assault is committed any time a person knowingly causes physical injury to another person. It is also any time that someone may feel physically threatened or when someone touches someone else to provoke or insult them. (A.R.S. § 13-1203).
Sometimes assault is classified as a misdemeanor. Aggravated assault is a felony. It is important to know this and to realize that fighting can be illegal. If you are involved in a fight, you could also be charged with disorderly conduct or disturbing the peace.
 
f you damage property, you will be held accountable. If you recklessly damage property, it is called criminal damage. Criminal damages as defined by Arizona state law (A.R.S. 13-1602A&B) may be a misdemeanor or a felony depending on the amount of damage. In many cases you and your parents are responsible for paying for damages.

It is against Arizona law to carry a firearm or any deadly weapon on a school campus. (A.R.S. § 13-3102 (12))
