What is the Impact of Marijuana? Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: 
· Students will understand the effect marijuana has on the developing brain
· Students will learn the social and legal consequences of marijuana

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Technology device, 1 per pair
· Article, “Cannabis: The Facts You Need to Know”, print pages 3-4, 1 copy per pair: 
https://nida.nih.gov/sites/default/files/NIDA_YR20_INS1_StudentMagazine.pdf 
· Dry Erase Circle Dots, 2 for whole group 
· Sticky Notes
Prior to the lesson:
· Write “True” and “False” on dry erase circle dots and place labeled dots on opposite sides of the room 
· Open the link: https://create.kahoot.it/details/f60c98fc-11b8-4f89-a1c5-b5d7d5a646cc 
· Click “Host live” 
· Create an account or play as a guest
· Press start
· [bookmark: _Hlk205199786]Keep browser open and be ready to display screen to class
Facilitator note: it is a good idea to play the game prior to implementing it with the students. 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide students into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with sticky notes.
2. Today’s lesson will teach how the drug THC, found in marijuana, may affect the developing brain and how that may affect the body as well. Explain that students will be working in pairs to explore the effect of marijuana on the developing brain. 
3. Group students into pairs from their small groups.
4. Ask each pair to go to www.kahoot.it on a technology device.
5. Display the game code and instruct students to enter their names to join the game.
6. Once all students are in, click “Start”. 
7. After each answer is shown, clarify facts if needed. Then, click “Next” to proceed.
8. When the game ends, review the top 3 teams displayed on the screen.
9. Instruct groups to discuss what happens when marijuana is introduced to your system. Then have a few groups share out.
Facilitator Note: The chemical enters the bloodstream and affects the brain by attaching to receptors that alter how brain cells communicate. Since these receptors are found throughout the brain, THC can impact various functions like thinking, coordination, and heart rate.
10. Ask the groups to brainstorm an answer to the question: Why is knowing this important? Ask a few groups to share.
11. Regroup students into new pairs.
12. [bookmark: _Hlk90025687]Provide each pair with the Article, “Cannabis: The Facts You Need to Know”. 
13. Ask the pairs to read the sections: THC and the Teen Brain, Short-Term Effects, and Longer-Term Problems together. 
14. Instruct each pair to collaborate and create two True/False questions based on the article. The questions can both be true or both be false or one of each. The pair needs to write the two questions on the large poster paper. The pair should record the correct answer on the article and provide evidence from the article to support each one.
15. The facilitator will rotate around the class and check for accuracy and provide any assistance the pairs may need to write their questions and answers.
16. Once all pairs are ready to share their questions, point out the True and False signs on opposite sides of the room. 
17. Explain that each pair will take turns reading their questions to the class. 
18. The rest of the class will stand near the true sign or the false sign to indicate their response. 
19. The pair presenting the question will reveal the correct answer before proceeding to the next question. 
20. The facilitator will elaborate or clarify each answer when needed. 
21. Continue until all pairs have presented both their questions.
22. Facilitator will go over consequences for juvenile violations related to marijuana:
Unless probable cause is met for a different, more serious violation any person who is under twenty-one years of age and who possesses, consumes, transports or transfers without remuneration (payment) one ounce or less of marijuana, of which not more than five grams is in the form of marijuana concentrate, or paraphernalia relating to the consumption of marijuana or marijuana products:
· For a first violation, shall pay a civil penalty of not more than $100 to the smart and safe Arizona fund established by section 36-2856 and in the courts, discretion may be ordered to attend up to four hours of drug education or counseling.
· For a second violation, guilty of a petty offense, and in the court’s, discretion may be ordered to attend up to eight hours of drug education or counseling.
· For a third or subsequent violation, it is guilty of a class 1 misdemeanor.
* If the amount of marijuana exceeds the previously stated amounts, the appropriate higher criminal violation will be charged.
* The person will also forfeit for destruction any related product or paraphernalia.
23. Debrief the lesson by having students write a consequence of marijuana use on a sticky note.
24. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
