“The Cost of Delinquency”: Academy
(Middle/High School)
Contraband on School Campus Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand what is considered contraband on school property
· Learn the consequences for contraband items on school property
· Evaluate the cost of reporting contraband versus not reporting

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Item Cards-1 mixed-up set per group (see slides 1 & 2)
· Laws (see slides 3)
· Complete Laws (see slides 4-15)

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate to different groups.  Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students.  This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating any relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Timeframe: 40 Minutes

Activity 1:  Small Group Sorting Activity
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each.  Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Inform students that the purpose of this lesson is to understand how students can help keep their campus free from contraband items and protect the learning environment and overall feeling of safety.  Explain that contraband items are items that are not allowed on school property, either because they are illegal for minors to possess or illegal on school property or not allowed according to school policy.    Contraband items can pose a threat to student and staff safety.  
3. Hand each group a set of mixed-up ‘Item’ cards and instruct the groups to work together to sort the cards into two lines.  One line is for items that are allowed at school and the other line is for items not allowed at school.  
4. Ask a group to report out the line allowed at school.  Ask the listening audience if they agree or disagree with any of the items mentioned.  Next, ask a volunteer from a different group to call out the list of items not allowed at school.  Again, ask the listening audience if they agree or disagree with any of the items mentioned.  (see Item Cards slides 1-2)
5. Share the laws and penalties associated with the contraband items.  Also share the school handbook consequences for bringing contraband items to school.  (see Laws slide 3, for Complete Laws see slides 4-15)
Possible Penalties:  loss of driving privileges, court fees and fines, assigned to juvenile detention center, community services and/or educational classes, etc.
Possible School Consequences:  suspension/expulsion, loss of school privileges to attend extracurricular activities or participate in school sports and clubs, etc.
(Long Term:  negatively affect opportunities for job or scholarships)

Activity 2:  Small Group Discussions and Reporting Out
1. Instruct the groups to discuss why they think students bring contraband items to school such as weapons or drugs.   
2. Write the two headings, “Weapons” and “Drugs” on the Board.  Ask for volunteers to call out their responses as you record them under the correct heading.   (see bullets in black print only, the examples in red are for step 3 below)
Weapons:
Possible Answers:
· Show off
Example:  compete in sports or clubs
· Feel like they have to protect themselves
Example:  stay in groups 
· Cause fear in others
Example:  find alternatives to feeling powerful; such as a sport, leadership role, etc
· Feel like it would help them avoid being bullied 
Example:  report the bullying behavior
Drugs:
Possible Answers:
· To get high
Example:  find alternatives to getting “a rush”; such as, riding scary rides, bungee jumping, haunted houses, etc. 
· Distribute/sell
Example:  find legal alternatives for earning money; apply for an afterschool job 
· Self-medicating to feel better
Example:  work with a trusted adult to brainstorm other ways to feel better 
· To fit in
Example:  find a new group of friends that do not use drugs
3. Next, assign each group on of the reasons from the board or from the list of possible responses above.  Instruct the groups to brainstorm at least 3 safe alternatives to deal with their assigned reason for bringing a weapon or drug to school.   (Possible Answers: see examples in red beneath each bullet)
4. Rotate to each group and ask a volunteer to report out for their group.  
5. Now, instruct the groups to discuss in what ways could contraband items affect the overall feeling of safety on school campuses.  
6. Ask for volunteers to call out their responses as you record them on the board.  (Reponses may range from indifferent to alarmed)

Activity 3:  Cost of Reporting T-Chart
1. Model a t-chart on the board labeled, “Cost of Reporting” and “Cost of Not Reporting”.  Assign each group one of the contraband items from the cards in Activity 1.  
2. Instruct the groups to list financial, emotional and/or academic costs to the student body when their assigned contraband item is reported and when it is not reported.
3. Rotate to each group and provide feedback.  Then, call on each group to report out.
Possible Costs of reporting-lose peer relationships if you tell on someone and they find out, retaliation of peers if you report them 
Possible Costs of not reporting- you and your peers could be harmed by weapons or explosives, school property could be damages by explosives-causing a loss of class time that may have to be made up during summer or late days, peers sick or suffer medical crisis from overdose or addiction,  peers may suffer emotional or physical damage from poor decisions made under the influence of drugs, alcohol, prescription pills or dangerous drugs, friends, etc.

Debrief:
1. Instruct the groups to list what they could do to keep their campus safe if they heard students talking about someone having any type of contraband on campus in person or online or they saw it themselves.  
2. Call on volunteers from each group to report out one idea as you record it on the board.  Continue rotating to each group until all ideas have been reported.
Possible Responses: Report it, talk to their peers about the dangers and consequences (weapons should be reported immediately), Seek help for their peers by asking if they want to talk to a school counselor about drug use, Show peers that you are not interested in participating or going along with dangerous items such as fireworks at school, etc.
