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Facilitator Guide

#1: Sarah posts a rumor that two students are going to fight at school tomorrow morning.
What could be the possible outcome if the response was reposting, liking or commenting?
· The pressure increases on the students involved.
· Others may show up expecting a fight.
· The rumor could turn into a real fight on campus.
What could be the possible outcome if it was reported?
· School staff can intervene early.
· The students involved can be supported and separated if needed.
· A fight may be prevented which could prevent injury and school/legal consequences to the students. 
· Possible Legal Consequences: ARS 13-1203- Assault. People commit this offense when they intentionally, knowingly or recklessly cause physical injury to another person. Assault is a class 1 misdemeanor which can include fines and up to 6 months in jail. 
What could be the possible outcome if it was ignored?
· The rumor might not gain momentum.
· Without attention, the situation may calm down.
· Without reporting the fight may not be stopped in time to prevent injury or school/legal consequences.




#2: Bobby and Andrew start arguing in the comments of a post. Others join in and add insults.
What could be the possible outcome if the response was reposting, liking or commenting?
· The argument grows bigger and more aggressive.
· Feelings get hurt, and anger increases.
· The conflict could move from online to in person at school.
What could be the possible outcome if it was reported?
· The comments can be removed.
· Adults can step in to address the behavior.
· Students involved may get help resolving the conflict.
What could be the possible outcome if it was ignored?
· The argument may die down without attention.
· Fewer people get involved.
· If not reported, the conflict could escalate to physical harm.

#3: Ruben reposted a video of a fight from the previous year as if it just happened.
What could be the possible outcome if the response was reposting, liking or commenting?
· Students think the conflict is current.
· Old issues are reopened and emotions flare up again.
· This could restart problems or cause new fights.
What could be the possible outcome if it was reported?
· The video can be removed.
· Adults can explain that the situation is old and resolved.
· Unnecessary conflict is avoided.
What could be the possible outcome if it was ignored?
· The video may lose attention quickly.
· Past conflicts stay in the past.
· If not reported, new conflicts and physical/mental harm may occur.

#4: Josh and Jordan record and post a short video of themselves letting the air out of car tires in the school parking lot.
What could be the possible outcome if the response was reposting, liking or commenting?
· The behavior is encouraged and seen as funny or acceptable.
· More students may copy the behavior.
· Conflict may occur if car owners confront the students involved.
· It may get the attention of the police or school authorities.
What could be the possible outcome if it was reported?
· School staff or authorities can intervene quickly to educate them on the consequences.
· Possible Legal Consequences: ARS 13-1602- Criminal damage. People typically commit this offense when they recklessly damage, deface or tamper with another person’s property. Punishment is based on the monetary value of the damage. $0 - $250 is a class 2 misdemeanor, $250 – $1000 is a class 1 misdemeanor. Damage over $1000 are felonies.  
· The victim’s could receive compensation.
What could be the possible outcome if it was ignored?
· The behavior may stop if it doesn’t get attention.
· However, the damage still exists and may need to be addressed later.

#5: Jenny shares screenshots of a text between two classmates in a group chat without their permission.
What could be the possible outcome if the response was reposting, liking or commenting?
· The students involved may feel embarrassed, angry, or betrayed.
· Misunderstandings grow because the messages lack full context.
· The situation could lead to arguments or a fight at school.
What could be the possible outcome if it was reported?
· The screenshots may be removed.
· The conflict can be handled before it escalates further.
· The students involved may receive support.
What could be the possible outcome if it was ignored?
· The screenshots may stop spreading.
· Fewer people get involved.
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
