Objectives: 
· Students will understand how reacting to online content can escalate conflict 
· Students will learn how their online responses can lead to different outcomes

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk183183207]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Social Media Scenarios, 1 copy for whole class and 1 copy per student 
· Social Media Scenarios Handout, 3 copies per group
· Facilitator Guide, 1 copy per facilitator
· Buzzer, 1 for whole group
Prior to the lesson, 
· Post social media scenarios around the room

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Explain that students will learn how different online responses can lead to different outcomes by exploring social media scenarios around the room.
3. Distribute a social media scenario handout to each group.
4. Have each group start at a different story posted on the wall. Each group should bring their social media scenario handout and a writing utensil with them.
5. Instruct students to read the social media scenario aloud, discuss the scenario with their group and answer the questions on their handout. Allow groups 3-4 minutes at each station. They should not rotate to the next story until they hear the buzzer.
6. Continue until groups have visited each scenario. Have groups switch who is recording responses on the handout after each station.
7. After groups have visited the last scenario, instruct them to choose a reporter for their group. The reporter should stay at the posted scenario while the rest of the group returns to their seat. Have each group reporter share their answer to the questions from the handout.
8. As the facilitator, expand on responses and clarify concepts as needed. Make sure to inform students of possible legal consequences when applicable. See Facilitator Guide. 
9. The facilitator will give each group a social media post to focus on from the social media scenarios. 
10. On their large poster paper, groups will create a sequences of events showing what could happen after the post is shared. They should share the possible outcomes that were discussed in the debrief. 
11. The facilitator will provide an example on the board before groups begin: Charles spray paints a wall in the school bathroom  a student records it and uploads it to Instagram  Charles receives detention and must clean the wall 
12. When the groups are done, have them share their sequence of events.
13. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a social media scenario. Have them write on the back how they would feel if they were the victim of the post and what they would have liked to happen? 
14. Collect all scenarios when students exit class and review to ensure they understand the content.
