What is School Safety? Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will learn the difference between safe and unsafe behaviors
· Students will understand what being safe at school means and why it’s important

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Decision making skills

Materials: 
· Picture Cards, 1 copy for whole group
· Officer Buckle and Gloria Book
· Dog Plush 
· Blank Sheet of Paper, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Read and become familiar with the Officer Buckle and Gloria book

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.




Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each.
2. Greet students and introduce the topic: “Today we’re learning what it means to be safe at school.”
3. Ask students: “What does it mean to be safe?” Take a few responses.
4. Explain to the students: “Being safe means making choices that keep ourselves and others from getting hurt.”
5. Tell students: “Now you are going to decide if a behavior is unsafe or safe.”
6. The facilitator will hold up picture cards one at a time and ask the students to put their thumbs up if the behavior is safe or thumbs down if the behavior is unsafe.
	A. A student walking calmly in the hallway with their backpack on.
	Response: Thumbs up! The student is moving safely and respectfully through the school.

	B. A group of students running down the hallway.
	Response: Thumbs down!
	Discussion Question: Why is it dangerous to run in the hallway?
	Answer: Someone could fall and get hurt. Walking keeps everyone safe.

	C. A student sitting at a desk with their hand raised.
	Response: Thumbs up! The student is waiting their turn to ask a question. 
	Discussion Question: Why is it important to ask before leaving the room?
	Answer: Teachers need to know where you are to keep you safe.

	D. Students yelling at each other.
	Response: Thumbs down! Yelling at school is unsafe because it can cause panic, make others 	feel scared, and make it harder for teachers to know if there’s a real emergency.
	Discussion Question: What could the students do instead of yelling?
	Answer: They could use calm words to solve the problem or ask an adult for help.

	E. Two students coloring and sharing crayons.
	Response: Thumbs up! They are calm, patient, and passing crayons carefully, which helps 	prevent accidents and keeps the classroom safe.
	Discussion Question: Why is passing materials gently a safer choice than throwing them?
	Answer: Throwing materials can hurt someone or break things
7. Continue until all picture cards have been discussed.
8. Invite all students to join you in the classroom’s designated read-aloud area.
9. Read Officer Buckle and Gloria aloud to the class.
10. After reading, ask the discussion questions below. Pass the dog plush to the student who would like to answer:
· What safety rules did Officer Buckle share?
Possible Responses: Officer Buckle shared many safety rules like always wear a helmet, never stand on a swivel chair, and keep your shoelaces tied.
· How did Gloria help people remember them?
Possible Response: Gloria acted out the safety rules in funny and memorable ways while Officer Buckle talked, which made the students pay attention and remember the rules better.
· What’s one safety rule we can use in our classroom?
Possible Responses: We should always walk, not run, in the classroom to stay safe. Keep backpacks off the floor to avoid tripping. Use scissors carefully. Listen when the teacher gives directions.)
11. Have students return to their seats and distribute a blank sheet of paper to each student.
12. Debrief the lesson by having students draw or write about one safe behavior they will practice at school.

Family Share: Encourage students to take home and share with their family the safe behavior they choose. They can discuss with their family members what it means to be safe at school.
