What is a Safety Drill? Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will learn the procedures for safety drills
· Students will understand the purpose of safety drills

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Connection/Committment to school

Materials: 
· Lockdown Drill at Superhero School Book
· Pictures, 1 picture per group
· Safety Drill List, enough copies for each student to receive one drill
· Blank Sheet of Paper, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Read and become familiar with the Lockdown Drill at Superhero School book
· Cut safety drill list for each student to receive a drill

Note: Schools may use different terminology than used in this lesson. Facilitators are welcome to use their school’s terms so that students are familiar with what is being discussed.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each.
2. Greet students and invite all students to join you in the classroom’s designated read-aloud area.
3. Introduce the book: “Today we’re going to read a story that shows how superheroes practice staying safe in school. Just like us, they have drills to make sure everyone knows what to do in an emergency.”
4. Read Lockdown Drill at Superhero School aloud to the class.
5. After reading, ask the discussion questions below. 
· Why do superheroes have lockdown drills at their school?
Possible Responses: To practice staying safe in case something dangerous happens. In order for everyone to know what to do and not get scared during a real emergency.
· What are some things they did to stay safe?
Possible Response: They got quiet and hid away from the windows, they listened to their teacher and stayed still, they turned off the lights and locked the door.
· Was there anything in the story that reminded you of our own safety drills?
Possible Responses: They take it seriously, they listen to their teacher, they keep quiet and hide.
6. Tell students: A safety drill is a practice scenario to prepare students and teachers in case of a real emergency such as fires, natural disasters, or security threats.
7. Write the common safety drills on the board: Fire Drill, Lockdown, Shelter in Place. Ask for volunteers to explain each drill. As the facilitator, expand on the answer as needed.
8. Distribute a picture to each group and ask them to examine it.
9. Instruct them to decide whether the picture represents a safety drill or not. 
10. Have each group present their picture and explain their reasoning. 
11. Remind students that safety drills are important and that by practicing and following directions, they can keep themselves and others safe. 
12. Provide each student with a different safety drill from the safety drill list and blank sheet of paper.
13. Instruct them to draw or write about how they can help during that drill.
14. Debrief the lesson by having students share their drawings and discuss how they can help themselves and others stay safe during the drill. 

Family Share: Encourage students to take home and share with their family the safety drill drawing. They can discuss with their family members why it’s important to practice safety drills.
