Recognize Unsafe Behavior Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will understand how safe behavior has a positive effect on others
· Students will learn how to identify safe behavior

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Picture Sort, For grades 1-2: 1 copy per pair, For Kindergarten: 1 copy for whole group
· T-Chart, For grades 1-2: 1 copy per pair
· Blank Sheet of Paper, 1 per student
· Sticky Note, 1 per student
· Tape
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut and place each picture sort into their own sealable plastic bag so there is one bag per pair for grades 1-2. For Kindergarten, cut out 3-4 examples for the whole class.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.


Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Greet students and introduce the topic: “Today we will be working together to decide whether a behavior is safe or unsafe.” 
3. Create a T-Chart on the board with one side labeled safe and the other side labeled unsafe.
4. [bookmark: _Hlk209626129]Different options per grade level
a. Grades 1-2: Have students work in pairs and give each pair a picture sort and T-chart. Instruct groups to work together to sort the pictures in the correct column: Safe or Unsafe. Call on pairs to share a picture and explain which side they placed it on, then tape the picture on to the board’s T-chart. Continue to rotate to each group, until all pictures have been taped to the board. As the facilitator, expand and elaborate when needed.
b. [bookmark: _Hlk209626175]Kinder: The facilitator will show a picture from the picture sort to the class and as a class, they will decide if it is a safe or unsafe choice. Then ask a student volunteer to tape in the correct spot on the board. Repeat until 3 or 4 examples are on the board.
5. Different options per grade level
a. Grades 1-2: Assign an unsafe card to each pair. Ask pairs to discuss and share the following:
· How might the people in the situation feel (e.g., scared, sad, hurt)?
· Why is it important to recognize unsafe actions?
· How can you change this to make it safe behavior?
b. Kinder: The facilitator will hold up an unsafe card and ask the class the following questions:
· How might the people in the situation feel (e.g., scared, sad, hurt)?
· Why is it important to recognize unsafe actions?
· How can you change this to make it safe behavior?
6. Remind students the importance of being safe with their words and actions, and how each student plays an important role in making school a safe place.
7. Distribute a blank sheet of paper to each student.
8. Instruct students to draw or write on the blank sheet of paper what could be done differently to make the unsafe card situation a safe one.
9. Have groups share their responses.
10. Debrief the lesson by having students draw or write on a sticky note how being safe at school makes them feel.
Family Share: Encourage students to take home and share with their family why safety at school is important.
