Objectives: 
· Students will understand the difference between tattling and reporting 
· Students will be able to distinguish between a big problem and a small problem

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Tattling vs Reporting, 1 poster for whole group
· A Bad Case of the Tattle Tongue Book
· Pictures, 1 copy for whole group
Prior to the lesson:
· Read and become familiar with the Bad Case of the Tattle Tongue book

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Start by asking the students a question, do you know the difference between tattling and reporting?
3. Explain that there’s a big difference between tattling (trying to get someone in trouble) and reporting (keeping someone safe). Present the Tattling vs Reporting poster. Explain each box with examples:
	TATTLING
	REPORTING

	To get someone in trouble: “He left his pencil on the floor!”
	To keep someone safe: “She pushed someone, and they got hurt.”

	Behavior is not harmful: “He used a blue crayon instead of red.”
	Behavior is dangerous: “She brought something sharp to school.”

	Behavior is accidental: “She bumped into me when she was running and said sorry.”
	Behavior is purposeful: “He pushed me on purpose during recess.”

	You can solve the problem yourself: “He took my soccer ball. I can ask for it back.”
	You need help from an adult: “They are calling me mean names.”



4. Tell students that you are going to read a story about a boy who tattles a lot. Ask them to listen carefully to what he learns. 
5. Read aloud A Bad Case of the Tattle Tongue by Julia Cook. 
6. During the story, pause to ask:
Is that tattling or reporting?
What should he do instead of tattling?
7. After the story, focus on rule #1- Be a Danger Ranger and explain how this rule helps us remember that reporting is helping when someone is in danger. 
8. Ask students to think of a time when they helped someone by reporting a dangerous situation. 
9. The facilitator will share an example first: “I saw someone fall the on the playground and instead of ignoring it, I told the teacher because they needed help. Now I want you to think about a time you helped someone.” 
10. Introduce the Stand up, Hand Up, Pair Up (set a two-minute timer once directions are explained) 
FACILITATOR NOTE: Prior to the lesson, ask the teacher or count the students to see if there are an even number of students. If there are not, join in the activity and be a student’s partner. The classroom teacher should help in this activity by helping the students stay on task and ensuring they know what to do. 
● Ask students to stand up and mingle about the room 
● When signaled the individual should put their hand up and find the nearest person and pair up 
● After they have paired up and shared, the individual will put their hand up in the air again to find another partner with their hand up who is available for sharing 
● This will continue until the timer is up and students will go back to their seats 
11. Explain that you are going to show them problems and they will decide if it’s a big problem or a small problem.
12. Ask students to stand up if they should tell an adult (Big Problem) or stay seated if they can solve it themselves (Small Problem).
13. Show one picture at a time and allow students to respond by standing or staying seated. Take a moment to discuss why it’s a big or small problem before moving on to the next one. 
Facilitator Key:
A kid fell off his bike on the way to school- Big
A pencil broke- Small
Someone is getting pushed- Big
A student brings scissors to cut hair on the playground- Big
Hands are dirty- Small
14. Summarize the lesson by saying: If someone is hurt or something feels unsafe, it’s a big problem and telling an adult is the right thing to do!
Family Share: Encourage the students to discuss with their family members what they learned about tattling vs reporting.
