Objectives: 
· Students will recognize their role in keeping school safe 
· Students will identify what to do in unsafe situations at school

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Sense of Independence

Materials: 
· Safe or Unsafe examples, 1 copy for whole group 
· Safety Hero Cape, 1 per student
· Tape
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut out the safe and unsafe examples so there is one per pair for grades 1-2. For Kindergarten, cut out 3-4 examples for the whole class.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.




Lesson:
1. Start by saying: Today we’re becoming safety heroes!
2. Ask the students: What does a safety hero do? (possible response: helps keep people safe, tells a teacher if something is wrong, stops and thinks before doing something dangerous)
3. Make a T-chart on the board and write safe on one side and unsafe on the other.
4. Before diving into the examples, it's important to first help students understand what makes something safe or unsafe.
5. Explain the following:
A safe choice usually…
a. Helps keep your body and other’s bodies safe (walking in the hallway).
b. Helps everyone feel calm and happy (using kind words).
c. Follows rules made to protect us (sitting correctly in your chair).
d. Shows respect for people and places (using materials the right way).
An unsafe choice might…
a. Hurt you or someone else (throwing objects).
b. Make others feel sad or scared (yelling or teasing).
c. Breaks safety rules (running indoors). 
d. Disrespect others (not following directions).
6. Grades 1-2: Have students work in pairs and give each pair a safe or unsafe example and have them determine what side to place their choice on. Have pairs come up to the board to share and tape their choice on the correct side. Continue until all students have done so.
Kinder: The facilitator will read a safe or unsafe example to the class and as a class, they will decide if it is a safe or unsafe choice. Then ask a student volunteer to tape in the correct spot on the board. Repeat until 3 or 4 examples are on the board.
7. K-2: When an example is placed on the unsafe side, ask the class: What should a safety hero do?
Facilitator Key- Possible responses:
Climbing on a chair to reach something high on a shelf
What should a safety hero do? Ask an adult for help instead of climbing
Walking out of class without telling the teacher
What should a safety hero do? Ask the teacher for permission before leaving the classroom
Seeing an adult outside the school fence trying to get in
What should a safety hero do? Tell an adult right away
Bringing something sharp to school to show the class
What should a safety hero do? If you see something unsafe, tell an adult right away
Throwing something across the classroom
What should a safety hero do? Walk and put the object away safely
Yelling when you don’t want to do something
What should a safety hero do? Ask for help when you feel upset
Seeing a classmate hit another student
Tell an adult right away to stop someone from getting hurt
Not listening to the teacher’s directions
What should a safety hero do? Listen carefully and follow directions
8. Once done, give each student a safety hero cape and ask them to draw/write how they will keep themselves and others safe at school (For example: I will walk in the hallway, I will tell an adult if someone is hurt, I will use kind words, I will follow directions)
9. Provide colored pencils and markers to make the capes colorful and special. Encourage students to think of something they learned during the lesson to add to their cape.
10. Debrief the lesson by allowing students to share their capes with the class. The facilitator will share with the class, look at all these safety hero promises! We have learned many ways to keep ourselves and others safe. Collect and post the safety capes around the classroom.
Family Share: Encourage the students to discuss with their family members how they keep things safe at school. Students can share their drawing that was made in class when it is time to take it home with them.
