Authority

A student is unhappy with a grade they
received on a test and argues with the teacher, claiming the grade isn’t fair.






 A student feels that a teacher's rule about no food in the classroom is too strict. They argue with the teacher that eating in class isn’t a big deal if it doesn’t disrupt others.
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A student has to sit out for recess for being
late to class. They think this is unfair because they were late for a good reason.
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A student is angry that their teacher told
