The Impact of Stealing Lesson Plan

Objectives:
· Students should be able to understand that stealing is negative behavior.
· Students should be able to identify the consequences of stealing.

Protective Factor Developed: Decision making skills

Materials:
· Stealing scenario cards, 1 per group
· Large poster paper and marker. 1 per group
· Sticky notes, 1 per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom
teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students.
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students in each.
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2. Tell the students that everyone in the small group should contribute to the answers. However, each person will serve a specific role. Instruct each small group to pick one group member for each small group role:
a. Recorder: this person will be the writer and will write the group’s responses
b. Reporter: this person will be the one who shares the group’s answers with the whole class
c. Timekeeper: this person will watch the clock and ensure the group finishes in time
d. Task keeper: this person will ensure they stay on task and complete the project
If only 3 in a group, timekeeper and task keeper can be the same person
3. Pass out a stealing scenario card, 1 per group and large poster paper and marker, 1 per group. It is ok if more than 1 group gets the same scenario:
a. John likes Mike’s fidget spinner. During class John takes Mike’s spinner from John’s backpack
without John’s permission. He wants to spin it a few times but plans on giving it back.
b. Mia is very hungry but doesn’t have a snack. She takes her friend’s snack from her bag and eats
it.
c. Tim left his watch on his desk. Jenny likes Tim’s watch and takes it off Tim’s desk and tries it on.
d. Vanessa needs money for snacks at school. Her mom is a teacher at the school, so she goes into her mom’s purse and takes money without asking.
e. Sophia has a multicolor pen that she loves. Ronny grabs it from her to use for his own paper.
f. Christian brought his favorite action figure for show and tell. Andre really wanted to play with it, so he secretly grabbed if from Christian’s desk on the way to recess.
2. Have each group divide their large poster paper into 4 squares and label each quadrant as the following: Scenario, Social Consequence, School/legal Consequence, Alternative Positive Behavior (i.e., asking for permission, going to an adult for food, etc.,)
3. Groups should provide an answer in each quadrant. Rotate through the room and assist when needed.
4. Have each group’s reporter place their poster paper on the board or wall and the group stand next to it. Have each reporter read the class their scenario and then report out on their quadrant answers.
5. Debrief the lesson. Pass out sticky notes, 1 per student. Have students provide 1 solution they would do to prevent stealing.
