What are Hallucinogens Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students should be able to understand what a hallucinogen is.
· Students should be able to identify the effects a hallucinogen may have on a developing brain/body.

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Clear Photograph, 1 for each group 
· Blurry Photograph, 1 for each group
· Definition Matching: cut words and definitions and place in a bag, 1 bag for each group
· Glue Sticks
· Loose Leaf Paper
· Each One/Teach One Statements: cut statements into strips, 1 strip per pair
· Prizes, examples - Gavel pencils/stickers
· 3x5 cards

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
	
Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. Provide each group with the clear photograph. Have the students look at the image and discuss 2-3 things they notice about the photo. (key details, color, lines, how the photo makes them feel, etc….)
3. Now provide each group with the blurry photograph and have the students discuss what does it look like looking at a photo that is blurry? Imagine if your vision was distorted or your reaction slow or if they saw something in the photo that was not there?	
4. Facilitator will explain to the students that hallucinogens are a class of drugs that change a person’s perceptions, thoughts, and feelings. Hallucinogens can cause people to see, hear, or feel things that aren’t there.
5. Give each group the definition matching activity, a glue stick and loose-leaf paper.
6. Groups will match the words with the definition.  Have them just place them on the paper first.
7. Once groups have laid out their papers, have groups report on the words and their definitions.  Once the groups believe they have the words with the correct definitions, have the groups glue their pieces onto their paper. 

Definition Matching Facilitator Guide: 
Consequences: The results or effects of an action or decision, often negative or undesirable. [footnoteRef:1] [1:  http://www.collinsdictionart.com ] 

Disrupt: To interrupt or interfere with the normal functioning of something. [footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://www.vocabulary.com/ ] 

Hallucinogens: Drugs that altar a person’s perception of reality.  They also change a person’s thought and feelings.  Types of hallucinogens include LSD, peyote, PCP, psilocybin, and others.  Nearly all hallucinogens are illegal, and researchers don’t consider any amount of use safe. LSD: A synthetic hallucinogen created in a lab in the 20th century and was initially studied for potential therapeutic use but later became known for its recreational use. [footnoteRef:4] [4:  https://www.sciencedirect.com/topics/agricultural-and-biological-sciences/lysergic-acid-diethylamide ] 

Perception: The way in which something is understood or interpreted, often influenced by personal experiences and beliefs. [footnoteRef:5] [5:  https://dictionary.cambridge.org/ ] 

Psilocybin Mushrooms: Also known as shrooms or magic mushrooms, the mushrooms can cause people to experience distorted sights and sounds and lose their sense of time and space. People who take psilocybin may also feel intense emotions ranging from bliss to terror and may have physical side effects such as increased heart rate or nausea. Psychedelics: A subclass of hallucinogenic drugs whose primary effect is to trigger non-ordinary mental states. 8. [bookmark: _Hlk182746338]Pair students and provide each pair with a strip from the Each One/Teach One Statements.
9. Have the students read and know their fact strip.
10. Then have them teach each other their information from their strip.
11. Remind the students to try and remember the facts they are learning.
12. Now have them go teach at least three other pairs their strip.
13. After each group is finished have them come back together as a group of four.
14. Collect the slips of paper.
15. On their large poster paper, have the groups write down as many of the informational statements they can recall as a team.
16. Set a time limit of three minutes.
17. Once time is up, review the information as a whole class by having the group with the most recollected facts share their list. Elaborate or correct as needed. 
18. Have groups keep track of how many items they have listed correctly. Allow other groups to share any other facts that the first group may have missed. If no one reported on the legal fact strips, make sure to do so. 
19. Once all the information has been reviewed, the group or groups with the most correct facts win!  
20. Possible prizes include gavel pencil, stickers, line up first, etc.
21. Share with students, Hallucinogens can have harmful effects on the mind and body of growing teenagers.  
22. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a 3X5 card and have them write one effect they learned from this lesson that hallucinogens can have on their mind or body.
23. Collect each card as the students exit the door and review them later to ensure the students understand the content.
