	Drugs that altar a person’s perception of reality.  They also change a person’s thoughts and feelings.  Types of hallucinogens include LSD, peyote, PCP, psilocybin, and others.  Nearly all hallucinogens are illegal, and researchers don’t consider any amount of use safe. 
	Also known as shrooms or magic mushrooms, the mushrooms can cause people to experience distorted sights and sounds and lose their sense of time and space. People who take psilocybin may also feel intense emotions ranging from bliss to terror and may have physical side effects such as increased heart rate or nausea.

	The way in which something is understood or interpreted, often influenced by personal experiences and beliefs.
	To interrupt or interfere with the normal functioning of something.

	A synthetic hallucinogen created in a lab in the 20th century and was initially studied for potential therapeutic use but later became known for its recreational use.
	The results or effects of an action or decision, often negative or undesirable


	A subclass of hallucinogenic drugs whose primary effect is to trigger non-ordinary mental states.
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
