(K-3)
Super Student Lesson Plan
These lessons are aimed at reducing truancy by helping youth identify what they like about school and to help reduce challenges that may discourage them from wanting to attend.
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: 
· Students will reflect and identify what they have learned since attending school
· Students will celebrate their progress by creating an achievement card to share their achievements

Materials: 
·  All the Things I Can Do book by Dan Farmer, 1 for facilitator
· Construction paper, 1 per student
· Colored Pencils, 1 set per student
· Stickers, multiple per small group

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Start by asking the students a question, what do you learn when you come to school every day?
3. Engage the students in a brief discussion about what they have learned in school (for example: reading, math, making friends, listening). Encourage them to share specific things they remember learning recently.
4. Explain that attending school every day helps us grow and learn more each day. When we are at school, we have the chance to try new things, get better at our skills, and celebrate our learning.
5. Tell students you are going to read them a story about a boy who can’t wait to show off all the things he can do. Encourage the students to think about all the things they can do as they are listening to the story.
6. Read aloud All the Things I Can Do by Dan Farmer.
7. Then students will share something new they've learned at school during the stand up, hand up, pair up activity explained below. The facilitator will share an example first: “When I was in school, I learned how to sound out words to help me read better. Now I want you to think about something new you’ve learned at school.”
Stand up, Hand Up, Pair Up (set a two-minute timer once directions are explained) 
FACILITATOR NOTE: Prior to the lesson, ask the teacher or count the students to see if there are an even number of students. If there are not, join in the activity and be a student’s partner. Share something you learned since working at the school with the student. The classroom teacher should help in this activity by helping the students stay on task and ensuring they know what to do.
[bookmark: _Hlk181257750]● Ask students to stand up and mingle about the room
● When signaled the individual should put their hand up and find the nearest person and pair up
● After they have paired up and shared, the individual will put their hand up in the air again to find another partner with their hand up who is available for sharing
● This will continue until the timer is up and students will go back to their seats
8. Have a few volunteers share their answer with the whole class.
9. Once done, give each student a piece of construction paper and ask them to draw or write about something they have learned or achieved in school (For example: "I learned to write my name," "I can add numbers," "I made a new friend").
10. Provide colored pencils and stickers to make the achievement cards colorful and special.
11. Debrief the lesson by allowing students to share their achievement cards with the class. The facilitator will share with the class, look at all these wonderful things we’ve learned together! Every time you come to school, you get better and better at things, and we can all be proud of our progress. Collect and post each student's achievement card on campus to celebrate their progress.

Family Share: Encourage the students to discuss with their family members what they have learned in school and how they feel about their progress. Ask them to talk about one thing they can do because of going to school and one thing they look forward to learning next. Students can share their drawing that was made in class when it is time to take it home with them.
