Objectives: 
· Students will solve clues and questions related to dangerous situations in schools
· Students will understand how threats and/or weapons can result in school and legal consequences 

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Decision making skills

Materials: 
· Whiteboard for each group
· Dry Erase Marker and eraser for each group
· Blank paper and marker, 1 per student
· https://lawforkids.org/youth/explore/escape-rooms/view/preventing-dangerous-situations-escape-room
· Projector/internet access
Prior to the lesson:
· Play the escape room to review the content and to decide how to expand on the information provided. 
· Communicate with the classroom teacher to ensure the classroom has the capability to project the escape room for the class. Including the ability to access the LawForKids.org website. Some schools have firewalls and approval may be required.

NOTE: Escape rooms are meant to introduce or reinforce a topic. They are not meant to be a standalone lesson.

Timeframe: 20 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· [bookmark: _Hlk181257685]Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.	

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3–4 students.
2. Explain that groups will work together to solve clues and each clue will lead to a question they need to answer.
3. Provide each group with a whiteboard, dry erase marker, and eraser. Each student should take turns writing on the whiteboard as rounds progress.
4. Present the first clue and ask a group to solve the clue to get to the question.
5. Allow small groups time to read and discuss the question together.
6. Have each group write their answer on their whiteboard.
7. The facilitator will call on a few groups to share their answer and reasoning before revealing the correct answer. As the facilitator, expand on the answer as needed.
8. Repeat steps 4–7 until all questions have been covered.
9. Debrief the activity by having students reflect on what they learned.
10. Ask each student to draw an illustration on a blank piece of paper of how to prevent a dangerous situation at school based on what they reviewed/learned from the escape room.
11. Allow students to share their illustrations if time permits.
12. Collect illustrations as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
