(Middle/High School)
Understanding School Precautions Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: 
· Students will identify school rules and safety procedures designed to protect students and staff
· Students will understand the purpose of each procedure and the precautions taken to ensure safety

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk211518375]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Safety Procedures, 1 procedure per group
· [bookmark: _Hlk210050404]Your school’s student handbook or code of conduct, 1 per group 
· Sticky Note, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Write down Safety Procedures your school uses, make sure there are enough for each group to have their own procedure
· Print enough copies of your school’s student handbook or code of conduct for each group to receive a copy 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson

Lesson: 
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, sticky notes, and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk211518391]Assign each group one safety procedure your school uses, such as:
· Fire drills
· Lockdowns
· Wearing student IDs
· Secured campus entrances (locked doors/gates)
· Visitor check-in process
· Emergency evacuation plans
· All medicine must go through the school nurse
· No student deliveries allowed (door dash, flowers, etc.)
(NOTE: The facilitator should include procedures specific to their school). 
3. Provide each group with a copy of your school’s student handbook or code of conduct. 
4. Instruct groups to find the section related to their assigned safety procedure. 
5. Provide groups time to discuss then report out:
· What the procedure is?
· What the school’s expectations are?
· The group’s opinion on whether the procedure is necessary for safety.
6. After all groups have reported out, inform them that they will now use their large poster paper and markers to create a poster of their assigned safety procedure. 
7. Each poster should include the following sections: 
Section 1: “Procedures”
List all the steps involved in following the safety rule.
Section 2: “Why?”
Explain the reasons this procedure exists and how it helps keep people safe.
Section 3: “What If?”
Imagine what might happen if this procedure didn’t exist or wasn’t followed.
Section 4: “Student Success”
Why are students important for the success of this safety rule?
8. All group members will participate and contribute to the poster. They will have 7 minutes to complete the poster. One group member will start drawing/writing and once a minute is up, they will pass the marker to the next group member. This will continue every minute until the 7 minutes is up and all group members have contributed. 
(NOTE: all members will contribute to the content of the poster at all times. The writer/illustrator changes but every member of the group should help the writer with ideas.)
9. Once the time is up, each group will present their poster to the class. As the facilitator, provide more information where necessary. 
10. Lead a group discussion with the following questions:
Did anything surprise you about these procedures?
Which procedures feel most important to you now?
What responsibility do students have in keeping the school safe?
11. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a sticky note. Have them draw or write how they feel about school safety procedures.
12. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
