Objectives: 
· Students will learn how words said in anger can impact their future
· Students will be able to understand the consequences of threatening to take a weapon on campus

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk211850458]Talking Chip, 1 per student
· Laws Handout, 1 per student
· Scenarios, 1 scenario per group
· Facilitator Guide, 1 per facilitator
· Sticky Note, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Review your school’s threats & intimidation policies

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.



Lesson: 
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. 
2. [bookmark: _Hlk211850471]Write ‘Threats and Intimidation’ on the board and instruct small groups to discuss the meaning.
3. Call on groups to share their ideas.
4. Inform students that threats are a suggestion that something unpleasant or violent will happen, especially if a particular action or order is not followed.[footnoteRef:1] Intimidation is the action of frightening or threatening someone, usually to persuade them to do something that you want them to do. [footnoteRef:2] [1:  https://dictionary.cambridge.org/us/dictionary/english/threat]  [2:  https://dictionary.cambridge.org/us/dictionary/english/intimidation] 

5. Next, students will participate in a Think-Pair-Share activity. Ask the question and give students time to think: How do threats and intimidation make you feel? 
6. Students will then pair up with someone in their group to share their answers. The facilitator will walk around and listen to the discussion in each group. 
7. Come together as a whole group and invite volunteers to share some of the feelings they discussed with their partner.
8. [bookmark: _Hlk211584379]Then distribute a talking chip to each student. 
9. Explain the talking chip activity: a question will be asked and when a student is ready to share their answer within their group, they will place their talking chip in the center of the table. The discussion continues until every student has used their talking chip. 
10. For the first question, ask students to reflect: How might threats and intimidation affect your ability to learn and feel safe at school? 
11. After the talking chip activity, ask volunteers to share their groups’ answers with the whole class.
12. Distribute and discuss the Laws Handout with the class.
13. For the second question, ask students to reflect: What information in the laws was new, surprising, or stood out to you?
14. After the talking chip activity, ask volunteers to share their groups’ answers with the whole class.
15. For the third question, ask students to reflect: What could be possible school consequences for threatening and intimidation at school?
16. After the talking chip activity, ask volunteers to share their groups’ answers with the whole class and write the correct answers on the board. If the students do not state all of the school consequences, add them yourself and inform the class.
[bookmark: _Hlk210726715]Facilitator Note: School consequences vary depending on individual school district and campus policies. Review your school’s policies before teaching this lesson so you can share them with your students.
17. Distribute a scenario to each group. 
18. Explain to students that each group will read, discuss, and answer the scenario questions. Remind them to use their laws handout and the school consequences that were just discussed and are written on the board as a reference. 
19. Have each group present their scenario and responses. Use the Facilitator Guide to add any additional information that wasn’t shared. 
20. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a sticky note. Have them write down how legal consequences would impact them at home, school, or in the future.
21. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
