	Is a school rule being broken?
	Is the law being broken?
	What school consequences could these actions have?

	Scenario 1: 
The teacher asks Lucas to put his phone away during class. Lucas gets mad and says, “Man, this teacher is stupid. I can’t stand her.”
	Yes, the student is not respecting school staff.
	No. The student is vocalizing negative thoughts but is not breaking the law.
	Varies by school. Please see the school handbook.
	No legal consequences.

	Scenario 2: 
Noah is angry that James took his basketball. Noah sees James and tells him, “If you don’t give me back my basketball, I’m going to bring my dad’s gun to school tomorrow.”


	Yes, this student is threatening another student.
	Yes. A.R.S 13-1202 states, “A person commits threatening or intimidating if the person threatens or intimidates by word or conduct:
1. To cause physical injury to another person or serious damage to the property of another”
	Varies by school. Please see the school handbook.
	Yes.  This could be a class 1 misdemeanor. 
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	Is a school rule being broken?

	Scenario 3: Emma’s teacher asks her to move seats due to talking. When Emma refuses and is sent to the office, she clenches her fist and says, “I’ll take care of you after class.”
	Yes, the student is being aggressive towards the teacher.
	Interview is needed to establish probable cause. A.R.S 13-2911 states, “Threatening to cause physical injury to any employee of or any person attending an educational institution.”
	Varies by school. Please see the school handbook.
	A person found to be in violation of this law may be charged with a Class 6 Felony.

	Scenario 4: Amelia is furious when she sees her English grade. She goes to her English teacher and says, “If you don’t change my grade, I will make sure you don’t come to school tomorrow.”  

	Yes, the student is threatening a teacher.
	Interview is needed to establish probable cause. A.R.S 13-1202 states, “A person commits threatening or intimidating if the person threatens or intimidates by word or conduct:
1. To cause physical injury to another person or serious damage to the property of another”
	Varies by school. Please see the school handbook.
	Yes.  This could be a class 1 misdemeanor. 
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	Scenario 5: 
In the morning, the school had a scheduled fire drill. Later in the day, Johnny didn’t want to take his math test, so he pulled the fire alarm causing the school to evacuate.
	Yes, the student is disrupting the learning environment.
	Yes. A.R.S 13-2911 states, “Intentionally, knowingly or recklessly interfering with or disrupting the normal operations of an educational institution.”
	Varies by school. Please see the school handbook.
	A person found to be in violation of this law may be charged with a Class 6 Felony.
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
