When to Report? Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will be able to identify when reporting is necessary
· Students will be able to identify who to report to
· Students will be able to understand their role in helping prevent school shootings
· Students will learn the steps to take if they are aware of a threat to the school community

Protective Factor Developed:  Decision making skills

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk183183207][bookmark: _Hlk211519440]Small whiteboard & dry erase marker, 1 per group
· [bookmark: _Hlk211584769]Dry Erase Circle Dots, 2 for whole group 
· Social Media Posts, 1 post per group, if there are more than 6 groups print 2 of the same posts
· Facilitator Guide, 1 per facilitator
· [bookmark: _Hlk188606741]Sticky note, 1 per student
[bookmark: _Hlk211584776]Prior to the lesson:
· Write “Report” and “Ignore” on dry erase circle dots and place labeled dots on opposite sides of the room 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 	
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with a small whiteboard and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk211519463]Ask half of the groups to brainstorm what the goal of telling on someone is. Ask the other half of the groups to brainstorm what the goal of reporting is. All groups will write their answer on their small whiteboard and have all groups display their answers at the same time.
3. If they do not reach the correct answer, provide it for them:
· The goal of telling on someone is to get them in trouble
· The goal of reporting is to prevent someone from getting hurt
4. Explain to students that they will participate in an activity where they will decide whether certain behaviors should be reported or ignored. Point out the report side of the room and the ignore side of the room. Read different short scenarios aloud, and have students move to the side that best represents their decision. After each scenario, ask different students to share their reasoning for why they chose that side. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk188607078]Alexis lies to her teacher and uses the bathroom pass to go visit her friends that are in their lunch hour. (Ignore)
· [bookmark: _Hlk188607061]Avery gets her cell phone taken away. After class she says “I hate that teacher. Maybe I should find her on the weekend and show her how much I hate her.” (Report)
· Liam is tired of everyone making fun of him. He posted on social media that everyone will pay for making him feel like nothing and he has a hit list. (Report) 
· Hannah overhears two students talking about a TV show they watched last night that’s not appropriate. (Ignore)
· You see one of your peers has a weapon in their backpack at school. (Report)
· Jackson notices two students saying how much they hate a teacher. (Ignore)
· Jamie isn’t paying attention and bumps into a student in the hallway, making them both drop their books. He doesn’t say he’s sorry. (Ignore)
· Max walks by the locker room and sees someone pushing another student into a corner, yelling at them, and calling them names. (Report)
5. Have students return to their seats. Tell the class the importance of reporting when someone might be in danger. 
6. Then, have students discuss in their groups the potential consequences of not reporting situations where someone could get hurt.
7. Call on a few groups to share what they discussed. 
Facilitator Note: Possible answers- could save lives, stop a dangerous situation before it escalates, or ensure that those who need help receive it.
8. Explain that each group will receive a social media post. If you have more groups than 6, have some groups work on the same post. Groups will discuss the following questions: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk152748584]Could someone get hurt? 
· Can you tell if the person is telling the truth in the post?
· Does the post need to be reported? 
· What would happen if the post was not reported? 
9. Ask groups to share their social media post along with their responses with the class. The facilitator will correct or add to their responses as needed using the facilitator guide. 
10. Explain that after discussing different situations in which reporting is necessary here is who you should report it to and how:
· Go to your trustworthy adult. (Teacher, School Resource Officer, School Counselor, Principal, Parent, Coach) 
· Explain to them that you have something very important to talk to them about and let them know your concerns. If there are written examples such as a social media post, show those.
· If your trusted adult takes the situation seriously, they will take the necessary steps to ensure everyone is safe. 
· If your trusted adult chooses not to take action (sometimes this happens), go to your next trusted adult and try again.
Regardless of the outcome, you can ensure that you have done the right thing by informing an adult to ensure you and your peers are safe. Even if the situation does not escalate, you did the right thing by reporting it, and let the situation get investigated to determine what is the best way to keep everyone safe. 
11. Debrief the lesson by having each student write on a sticky note how reporting can prevent dangerous situations. 
12. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
