Objectives: 
· Students will be able to identify community resources related to behavioral health
· Students will understand how to help themselves or others in need of resources

Materials:
· [bookmark: _Hlk211519929]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Arizona Resources, 1 copy per group
· Technology Device, 1 per group
· Information on Resources, 1 copy per student
· Sticky note, 1 per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.





Lesson: 
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk211519945]Explain to students that sometimes people act dangerously when they are emotionally hurt or feel like they have no support. Today, they’ll learn about resources available in Arizona that can help people during those times. They’ll become experts on a resource and learn how to help others by sharing that information.
3. Distribute an Arizona Resources handout to each group. 
4. Ask each group to choose a resource from the list to research. 
5. Have each group report out the resource they chose to ensure a different resource is selected from each group. If two groups choose the same resource, a representative from each group can play “paper, rock, scissors” to determine who gets to keep the wanted resource.
6. Write on the board the information that should be included in the poster:
· Name of the facility
· Services provided
· Age group served
· Contact information
· Visual elements (logos, icons, drawings)
· Other important information (cost, location, languages spoken)
7. Allow time for groups to research on their technology device and create a poster on their large poster paper.
8. Distribute the Information on Resources handout to each student before groups present their posters.
9. Instruct students to listen and write down key information about each resource presented on their handout.
10. Once all poster have been presented, have groups discuss the following question in their group: How would you share this information with a friend who might need help? The facilitator should rotate around the room and provide positive feedback to students.
11. Debrief the lesson by having each student write on a sticky note what resource seems the most helpful to the people they know.
12. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
