Objectives: 
· Students will be able to understand legal consequences in the classroom 
· Students will be able to identify positive alternatives to aggressive behavior

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Arizona Law Sort, 1 set for each group in sandwich bag
· Scenario Cards, 1 set per group
· Loose leaf paper- one per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. Start with asking the class, “What is defiance?”
3. Have students share their answers in their groups. 
4. Facilitator will give definition of defiance, “bold disobedience and lack of respect for authority”.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://kids.wordsmyth.net/we/?rid=10799&as_level=2#google_vignette] 

5. Give the students this example of defiance in the classroom:
A student is told to stop talking during class instruction. The student ignores the teacher and keeps talking. The student is told to move seats. The student gets angry and uses foul words while yelling at the teacher.
6. Ask the students to briefly discuss with their groups, What consequences might come with those actions?” Call on a few volunteers to share their answers.
7. Introduce Arizona Law 15-841- This law sets the responsibilities of students and their behavior in school.
8. Inform the groups they will complete an Arizona Law 15-841 sort. They will match the bold key points with its description. They will have 5 minutes to complete the sort. Facilitators will circulate around the room to make sure the groups are on the right track. The facilitator answer to the sort is provided below.
· Respect Authority: Students are expected to follow the rules and listen to teachers. Section A
· Disruptive Behavior: If a student repeatedly disrupts class or makes it hard for the teacher to teach, the teacher can send them to the principal's office to maintain order. Section A
· Teacher’s Right to Remove Students: Teachers can remove a student from class if they are being disruptive or disrespectful. The teacher must document the repeated behavior that led to this action. Section A
· Consequences: A student may face serious consequences for openly defying a teacher, violent behavior, or continued disorderly or disruptive behavior. Expulsion can happen for behaviors like fighting, using threats, or being disrespectful over time. Section B
· Alternative Programs: Instead of expulsion, students may be placed in alternative education programs to continue learning in a different setting if they don’t follow rules or cooperate. Section E, F, G1, H, I

9. Review the answers to the sort by asking each small group to give one match for the key point to the definition. Elaborate or correct where needed. Once done, groups show with their fingers how many they got correct out of 6.
10. Next, assign each group a scenario and instruct each group to discuss their scenarios and respond to the questions.
11. Tell the students that everyone in the small group should contribute to the answers for the next activity. However, each person will serve a specific role. Instruct each small group to pick one group member for each small group role:
a. Recorder: this person will be the writer and will write the group’s responses
b. Reporter: this person will be the one who shares the group’s answers with the whole class
c. Timekeeper: this person will watch the clock and ensure the group finishes in time
d. Task keeper: this person will ensure they stay on task and complete the project
If only 3 in a group, the timekeeper and task keeper can be the same person
[bookmark: _Hlk181367348]Scenario 1: Talking Back to a Teacher
Situation: During a class discussion, a student starts to talk back to the teacher after being asked to stay on topic. The student raises their voice and starts making sarcastic remarks.
Prompt for Discussion:
· How can the student express their feelings without violating school rules/laws?
· How would this be beneficial to the whole class?
Scenario 2: Refusing to Participate in a Drill
Situation: A student refuses to participate in a fire drill because they feel it’s unnecessary and that they’d rather stay in the classroom. 
Prompt for Discussion:
· How can the student express their feelings without violating school rules/laws?
· How would this be beneficial to the whole class? 
Scenario 3: Disruptive Behavior During a Lesson
Situation: A student keeps interrupting the teacher with jokes and comments that disrupt the flow of the lesson, despite repeated requests to stop.
Prompt for Discussion:
· How can the student express their feelings without violating school rules/laws?
· How would this be beneficial to the whole class? 
Scenario 4: Ignoring Students Efforts
Situation: A student is working hard during a group activity. The teacher lets them know they have done things incorrectly. The student is annoyed that their hard work is being dismissed.
Prompt for Discussion:
· How can the student express their feelings without violating school rules/laws?
· How would this be beneficial to the whole class? 
Scenario 5: Challenging Authority
Situation: A student openly challenges a teacher’s authority in front of the class after receiving a consequence for being late.
Prompt for Discussion:
· How can the student express their feelings without violating school rules/laws?
· How would this be beneficial to the whole class?

11. After all scenarios have been discussed, hold a class discussion on the importance of respect, communication, and conflict resolution in the classroom. Ask students to reflect and share with their shoulder partner on what they learned from the exercise and how they can apply these strategies in real situations.
12. Assign students to use a blank sheet of paper to write a letter to a fictional student who is struggling with following the teachers’ rules. In the letter, they should explain the consequences of disruptive behavior and suggest positive alternatives. Set expectations for respectful communication and clarity in their writing.
13. Debrief the lesson by conducting a class discussion where students share one positive alternative from their letter. Collect all letters as students leave class.
