1.  Respect Authority
	Students are expected to follow the rules and listen to teachers. 





	2.  Disruptive Behavior
	If a student repeatedly disrupts class or makes it hard for the teacher to teach, the teacher can send them to the principal's office to maintain order.



	3.  Teacher’s Right to Remove Students
	Teachers can remove a student from class if they are being disruptive or disrespectful. The teacher must document the repeated behavior that led to this action.



	4.  Consequences 
	A student may face serious consequences for openly defying a teacher, violent behavior, or continued disorderly or disruptive behavior. Expulsion can happen for behaviors like fighting, using threats, or being disrespectful over time.

	5.  Alternative Programs
	Instead of expulsion, students may be placed in alternative education programs to continue learning in a different setting if they don’t follow rules or cooperate.
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
