Importance of Drills Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students will understand the importance of following directions during school drills
· Students will learn the reasons behind school procedures and legal consequences

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Resolve a Conflict in an Emergency, 1 handout per pair
· False Report Scenario, 1 page per group 
· Sticky Note

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, markers, and sticky notes.
2. Give the small groups 2 minutes to make a list on their poster paper of all the rules they can think of for a safety drill of their choice. 
3. Each group will share their list.
4. While groups share, the rest of the groups will cross off their list if they have the same rule.
5. Then the groups will share any rules that are still left on their list that no other groups have.
6. Facilitator will then ask the question, why do we practice these rules? Why are they important?
7. Have a few students share their answers.
8. The facilitator will share that drills are in place for someone to feel more comfortable, confident and prepared. It also helps to be prepared in case of a real emergency. Present an overview of the two types of drills that will be the focus of this lesson:
Lock Down Drills: Practice evacuating or taking cover in case of an intruder.
Fire Drills: Practice evacuating the building calmly and quickly in case of a fire emergency.
9. Ask students: What do you think is more important in an emergency situation: acting quickly or staying calm? Why?
10. Allow a few students to share their thoughts.
11. Pass the Resolve a Conflict in an Emergency handout to pairs and use the following steps to guide students through resolving conflicts:
[bookmark: _Hlk182494200]Step 1: Stay Calm – Take deep breaths, count to 10, and try to think clearly.
Step 2: Listen Actively – Allow the other person to speak. Don’t interrupt.
Step 3: Speak Calmly and Clearly – Use "I" statements (e.g., “I feel upset when...”) to express yourself.
Step 4: Find a Solution Together – Work together to come up with a solution that both sides can agree on.
Step 5: Ask for Help – If the situation doesn’t improve, don’t hesitate to involve an adult.
12. In pairs, have students role-play resolving a conflict using the steps above.

Scenario: A fire drill was conducted but it didn't go as planned. The timing of the drill caught some students off guard, and they had to use a different evacuation route. Some students felt the drill was rushed, others didn't understand why the usual route was changed and there was some panic as a result. Students are frustrated and want to address their concerns.

13. After 5 minutes, ask volunteers to share their resolution and feedback. If they do not mention waiting until after the drill to voice their frustration, please discuss why that is important during an emergency situation.
14. Ask students: What’s your role during a lockdown drill? Why is it important to take these drills seriously?
15. Present scenarios where a student falsely reports an emergency. Pass a False Report Scenarios handout to each group. They will read the scenario and answer the question. It’s okay if some groups have the same false report.
16. The facilitator will walk around the room and ask guiding questions like: What happened in this scenario? How might this affect students, staff, and families? Why is this a serious issue?
17. After 5 minutes, each group will share their answer with the class.
18. Discuss the emotional, legal, and social consequences of false reporting:
Emotional consequences: Peers will feel misled, and it can affect students' trust in the school system.
Legal consequences: ARS 13-2907: class 1 misdemeanor, $2500 in fines, probation, or suspension/expulsion.
Family impact: Parents can experience panic or confusion, and if the school calls them, it disrupts their work or daily life.
19. Debrief the lesson by having students write a brief response on a sticky note: Why is it important to take emergency drills seriously? Have the students return their completed note as they exit the class. Review them later to ensure they understood the content.
