Objectives: 
· Students will learn myths and facts on human trafficking
· Students will understand the human trafficking safety tips

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Empathy for others

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· True and False Cards, 1 set per group
· Safety Planning Information, 1 section per group
· Index Card, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut true and false cards so each group receives a set

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.




Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Ask students: What does it mean to live in a free society? Have groups discuss freedoms they enjoy and be ready to report out. 
Facilitator Note- Possible examples: Freedom of movement, education, religion, speech, work, safety.
3. Explain to students that some people in our communities no longer enjoy these freedoms due to being victims of human trafficking. Human trafficking happens when someone uses force, fraud, or coercion to make another person work or engage in activities they do not choose. 
4. Pass out the true and false card to each group. 
5. Explain that you will read statements[footnoteRef:1] (underlined after step 6) about human trafficking and students must discuss and decide in their small groups whether the statement is true or false. They should choose 1 group member to show their answer by holding up the corresponding card. The group member holding the card will also be their reporter. 6. After each fact is read, choose one small group’s reporter to share their group’s answer. Validate/correct and expand as needed. When advancing to the next statement, make sure the small group changes their reporter so that all members of the group take a turn public speaking. 
Traffickers target victims they don’t know. (False)
Many survivors have been trafficked by romantic partners and by family members, including parents.
Victims find it hard to leave once trafficked. (True)
Some lack the necessities to physically get out, such as transportation or a safe place to live. Some are afraid for their safety. Some have been so manipulated that they do not identify at that point as being under the control of another person.
If the trafficked person consented, then it isn’t considered trafficking. (False)
Anytime a minor is involved, it is legally considered human trafficking. For an adult it is human trafficking if the person is doing so against his or her will as a result of force, fraud or coercion.
Human trafficking involves traveling or transporting a person across stare or national borders. (False)
Human trafficking does not require any movement. It is often confused with human smuggling, which involves illegal border crossings. Victims can be recruited and trafficked in their own hometowns, even their own homes.
Male and females can be victims and survivors of human trafficking. (True)
Human traffickers victimize an estimated 27.6 million people worldwide. 57% are men and boys and 43% are women and girls.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://www.dhs.gov/human-trafficking-quick-facts] 

Victims of human trafficking often ask for help. (False)
Victims of human trafficking often don’t seek help or see themselves as victims of a crime
7. Ask students: Why might victims not seek help? Have groups discuss and be ready to report out.
Facilitator Note- Possible examples: Fear of consequences, shame or self-blame, threats to family, lack of trust, being manipulated or “brainwashed”.
8. Explain that there are many strategies for staying safe and they will work in their groups to create posters that explain different safety planning tips.
9. Each poster should include:
a. Safety Tip Title
b. A summary of main points/steps for staying safe
c. Visuals
10. Tell the students that everyone in the small group should contribute to the answers. However, each person will serve a specific role. Instruct each small group to pick one group member for each small group role:
a. Recorder: this person will be the writer and will write the group’s responses
b. Reporter: this person will be the one who shares the group’s answers with the whole class
c. Timekeeper: this person will watch the clock and ensure the group finishes on time
d. Task keeper: this person will ensure they stay on task and complete the project
If only 3 people per group, the task keeper and timekeeper can be the same person
11. Give each group one section from the Safety Planning Information to read and create a poster.
a. General Safety Tips
b. Online Safety
c. Safety Tips when Leaving a Human Trafficking Situation
d. Safety Tips after Exiting a Human Trafficking Situation
e. Tips for Communicating with Someone in a Trafficking or Dangerous Situation
12. Once done, have groups post their posters around the room. The reporter from each group will stand by their poster and teach the class about their assigned safety tip.
13. Debrief the lesson by having students write on an index card an exclamatory sentence (one thing they learned or an interrogative sentence (one question they still have about human trafficking).
15. Collect index cards as students exit the class and review the fact to ensure they understand the content.
