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Scenario 1: The DM from a Stranger
You receive a message from someone you don’t know on social media. They say you seem “cool” and ask to meet in person. They ask you not to tell anyone.

Scenario 2: “Don’t Tell Anyone”
A friend shares something that makes you uncomfortable and says, “If you tell anyone, we won’t be friends anymore.”

Scenario 3: Pressure to Send a Photo
A person you’re talking to asks for a photo you don’t want to send. They say, “Everyone does it. It’s not a big deal.”

Scenario 4: Online Game Chat
While playing an online game, another player you don’t know in-person asks for your full name and school. They say they just want to be friends.

Scenario 5: “Just This Once”
Someone keeps pushing after you say no and says, “Just this once. No one has to know.”

Scenario 6: The Controlling Partner
Your significant other gets sad or angry when you want to hang out with your friends without them. So you don’t go but you miss your friends. 

Scenario 7: The Best Friend?
Your best friend sometimes makes fun of you in front of other people. They often hangout with other friends without you, but when you hang out with someone else, they are angry and give you the “silent treatment”. 

Scenario 8: The Love Bomb
You just started talking to a new romantic interest 3 weeks ago. They message you all day and give you a lot of compliments. They are even planning your future together because they love you so much!
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
