Reporting Violent and Aggressive Behaviors Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk214888859]Students will analyze aggressive scenarios and determine appropriate reporting resources
· Students will create a personal plan for responding to potential violence

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk214888957]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Facilitator Guide, 1 per facilitator
· Aggressive Behavior Scenario Cards, 1 scenario per group
· Reporting Resources Document, 1 copy per group
· Index card, 1 per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.




Lesson: 
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students in each and pass out a large poster paper and markers to each group.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk214888972]Have each group divide their large poster paper into two sections.
3. Have groups brainstorm and list on the first section of their large poster paper examples of violent or aggressive actions they’ve seen or heard.
4. Ask a few groups to share with the class.
5. Next, on the second sections of the large poster paper, have students discuss and record responses to:
a. Why do people sometimes avoid reporting?
b. How might reporting potential violence or aggression prevent harm?
6. As students share, use the facilitator guide to correct and elaborate where needed.
7. Then distribute an aggressive behavior scenario card to each group.
8. Give groups time to read and answer the questions on their scenario cards.
9. Have each group share their scenario and responses with the class.
10. The facilitator will elaborate on the scenarios below that could have legal consequences:
Facilitator Note-
a. Scenario 1: Possible legal consequence - 13-1202. Threatening or intimidating; classification; consequences could include suspension, expulsion, diversion, probation, legal fees, fines, community service, counseling / behavior change classes
b. Scenario 2: Possible legal consequence – 13-1203. Knowingly touching another person with the intent to injure, insult or provoke such a person.
c. Scenario 5: Possible legal consequence - 13-1602. Criminal damage; classification: depending on amount, the person could be placed suspended, expelled, on diversion or probation, ordered restitution, or incarceration possible
11. Distribute the reporting resources document to each group. 
12. Have groups choose which resource they would use for their scenario if no positive solution was found.
13. Have students share out their ideas.
14. Ask students the following questions:
c. What factors do you think should be considered when deciding which resource to use in a real-life situation? 
d. How might the seriousness of the situation or your relationship with the people involved affect your choice? 
15. As students share, use the facilitator guide to correct and elaborate where needed.
16. [bookmark: _Hlk211342279]Debrief the lesson by having students create a personal plan for what they would do if they witnessed aggressive or violent behavior on an index card they should include:
a. The signs they would look for.
b. The specific resource(s) they would use to report.
c. Who they would talk to (e.g., a teacher, counselor, or family member).
