Objectives: 
· Students will be able to define lawful and unlawful behavior in common settings
· Students will identify unlawful behaviors in relevant teen scenarios

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Whiteboard and dry erase marker, 1 per group
· Scenario Card, 1 card per group
· Question Card, 1 copy per group
· Scenario Card Facilitator Guide, 1 per facilitator
· Sticky Notes

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· [bookmark: _Hlk181257685]Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.	

Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, sticky notes, whiteboard, and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk205988069]Ask students the following question: If you were at a party and someone dared you to post a prank video of a friend without their permission – would you do it?
3. Give students time to discuss in their groups.
4. Then ask students: Could that be illegal?
5. Ask for a few students to share their thoughts.
6. Explain that today’s focus is how to tell the difference between lawful and unlawful behavior in real life situations.
7. [bookmark: _Hlk204170295][bookmark: _Hlk204170239]Have the groups create a “T” chart on their large poster paper with the following headings – Lawful Behavior and Unlawful Behavior.  
8. Share with the class that lawful behavior is respecting the rights of others, following the laws, being safe.  
9. Have each group discuss and brainstorm what they think counts as lawful behavior.
10. [bookmark: _Hlk204176951]Call on a few groups to share their ideas with the class. Use the facilitator key below to add any additional information that wasn’t shared.
11. Share with the class that unlawful behavior is violating the law or harming others even if it seems normal in social settings.
12. Have each group discuss and brainstorm what they think counts as unlawful behavior.
13. Call on a few groups to share their ideas with the class. Use the facilitator key below to add any additional information that wasn’t shared.

14. Explain that unlawful behavior is not just about “getting caught” – it’s about what you risk when you cross the line. 
15. Tell the students that everyone in the small group should contribute to the answers. However, each person will serve a specific role. Instruct each small group to pick one group member for each small group role:
a. Recorder: this person will be the writer and will write the group’s responses
b. Reporter: this person will be the one who shares the group’s answers with the whole class
c. Timekeeper: this person will watch the clock and ensure the group finishes in time
d. Task keeper: this person will ensure they stay on task and complete the project
	If only 3 in a group, timekeeper and task keeper can be the same person
16. Instruct the recorders to divide their group’s whiteboard into 4 squares. Have them label each square with one of the following labels: Legal, School, Social, and Future.
17. Each group will brainstorm the potential consequences of engaging in unlawful behavior in each of the four categories. Give each group 2 minutes per category, pausing after each category to allow groups to report out. Use the facilitator key below to add any additional information that wasn’t reported out.
	Facilitator Key:
Legal Consequences: arrest, juvenile detention, fines, probation, charges, licenser suspended, misdemeanor vs felony charges, permanent record, driver’s license suspension, court ordered community service or counseling.
		School Consequences: suspension, expulsion, loss of extra activities, possible SRO contact
		Social Consequences: loss of friends or trust, embarrassment, reputation damage
	Remind students that some “normal” social behaviors can have real legal consequences.
		Sexting under 18:  ARS 13-3553 Can be considered child exploitation
		Assault: ARS 13-1203 Misdemeanor or felony charges
		Harassment: ARS 13-2921Misdemeanor charges and serious school discipline
		Disorderly Conduct: ARS 13-2904 Misdemeanor charges
		Underage Drinking: ARS 4-244 Fines, loss of license, court
		Criminal Damage: ARS 13-1602 Up to felony charges depending on damage
Future Consequences: trouble applying for college, loss of job opportunities, difficulty joining military, ineligibility for certain licenses for internship, background checks
18. Provide each group with one scenario card and a question card.
19. Give each group 2-3 minutes to read the scenario and answer the question card. 
20. Once done, have the groups leave the scenario card at their table, take their question card and move as a group clockwise to the next table. At the new table, they’ll review the new scenario card left behind by the previous group.  
21. Continue rotating until all groups have reviewed every scenario.
22. Have groups return to their original scenario and share with the class the answers. Use the Scenario Card Facilitator Guide to add any additional information that wasn’t shared.
23. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a sticky note. Have them write down which consequence would be the hardest for them personally – legal, school, social, or future and why?
24. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
