Scenario Card A- A 16-year-old sends a message to a classmate saying, “If you show up at school tomorrow, you’re going to regret it.”
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· [bookmark: _Hlk205196745]What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-2916 Use of an electronic communication to terrify, intimidate, threaten, or harass.
· List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Loss of Friends
· Citation 
· Possible loss of future college/job opportunities due to social media post
· Detention

Scenario Card B- A student takes a prescription pill from a friend to help them concentrate during finals.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-3406 Prescription Violation and School Policy Violation
· [bookmark: _Hlk205196916]List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Someone could get sick/hurt
· Arrest, court, fines, probation
· Criminal history which could affect college and jobs
· Both parties face consequences


Scenario Card C- At a sleepover, a 16-year-old brings a vape pen with marijuana oil and shares it with other 16-year-olds.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-3403 Possession/Use of Vapor Releasing Substance, or ARS 13-3405 Possession/use of Marijuana
· List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Someone could get sick, physical reaction, loss of friends
· Court, citation, fines
· Loss of future opportunities/continue to use Marijuana
· Suspension

Scenario Card D- A teen receives messages on multiple platforms that mock their appearance and voice.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? School policy as well as ARS 13-2921 Harassment
· [bookmark: _Hlk205197018]List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Loss of trust from school, friends, family
· Court, Fines, Probation, Counseling
· Social media posts can be used to inhibit future opportunities
· Suspension

Scenario Card E- A group smashes pumpkins on doorsteps the night before Halloween.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-1602 Criminal Damage
· [bookmark: _Hlk205197133]List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Friends get into trouble too, loss of trust with parents, neighbors 
· Citation, fines, probation
· Earning trust back from parents 
· No school consequence since it didn’t take place on school property

Scenario Card F- Two teens get into an argument at a party.  One pushes the other and a fight breaks out.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-1203 Assault, ARS 13-2904 Disorderly Conduct
· List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Loss of friends, loss of trust, possible further escalation
· Arrest, Court, Citation, Probation
· Criminal record means loss of jobs, college, future opportunities
· [bookmark: _Hlk205197157]No school consequence since it didn’t take place on school property

Scenario Card G- A student records their classmate in the locker room and sends it to a group chat.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 13-3019 Surreptitious Recording
· List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Loss of Friends, Embarrassment, loss of trust
· Arrest, Court, Citation, Probation, Counseling
· Loss of future opportunities due to criminal record
· Detention or suspension

Scenario Card H- At a party, a group of friends are drinking alcohol.  Everyone is under 21.
· Lawful or Unlawful? Unlawful
· What law/school rule might this break? ARS 4-244 Underage Consumption
· List 4 possible consequences; one for each category (Social, Legal, Future, School)
· Loss of Friends, Other involved also get consequences, Loss of trust
· Court, Citation, Fines, Counseling
· Loss of opportunities for college, job, earn trust back from parents, suspended license
· No school consequence since it didn’t take place on school property
