Objectives: 
· Students will understand situations when consent is or isn’t given
· Students will learn the consequences of acting before receiving consent

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Consent Video: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=AArIv-tvxWE
· Consent Scenarios, 1 card per group
· Facilitators Guide, 1 copy per facilitator
· Two Truths and a Lie, 1 slip per group
· Index Card, 1 per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· [bookmark: _Hlk181257685]Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.	




Lesson:
1. Divide class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, index cards, and markers.
2. Inform students that you are going to show them a video that will explain what consent is and how it applies to everyday interactions with people. Instruct the students to watch closely for what is okay and what is not when it comes to consent.
3. Play the video: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=AArIv-tvxWE 
4. Give a brief overview of the video to ensure students understand consent. Answer any questions that may arise. 
5. Explain that each group will receive a scenario and they are to create an illustration with captions to demonstrate when an action should have stopped because consent was not given or it was changed. 
6. Give each group a consent scenario. 
7. All group members will participate and contribute to the illustration. They will have 7 minutes to complete the illustration. One group member will start drawing/writing and once a minute is up, they will pass the marker to the next group member. This will continue every minute until the 7 minutes is up and all group members have contributed. 
NOTE: all members will contribute to the content of the poster at all times. The writer/illustrator changes but every member of the group should help the writer with ideas.
8. Once the time is up, each group presents their scenario and illustration.
9. After each group presents, the facilitator will share potential consequences when consent was not given using the facilitators guide.
10. Next, give each group a two truths and a lie slip containing two correct statements about consent. 
11. Instruct the groups to add one incorrect statement to the slip. 
12. One person from the group will read their group’s statements aloud to the class.
13. The rest of the class will vote for the incorrect statement by a show of fingers. For example, one finger is a vote for #1.  
14. Then, the group can reveal the correct answer.
15. Continue the process until all groups have shared.
16. Debrief the lesson by giving each student an index card. Have them write down an example of when consent is and isn’t given.
17. Collect Index cards as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
Optional Activity: Implement after step 15 if time allows.
1. Instruct the groups to brainstorm for two minutes on their large poster paper a list of possible consequences if someone tries to act without consent. 
2. Tell the students that everyone in the small group should contribute to the answers. However, each person will serve a specific role. Instruct each small group to pick one group member for each small group role:
a. Recorder: this person will be the writer and will write the group’s responses
b. Reporter: this person will be the one who shares the group’s answers with the whole class
c. Timekeeper: this person will watch the clock and ensure the group finishes in time
d. Task keeper: this person will ensure they stay on task and complete the project
If only 3 in a group, timekeeper and task keeper can be the same person
3. Once time is up, ask the reporter to report out one possible consequence of not receiving consent.  Instruct the other groups to check off any similar item on their own list.  Proceed to the next group.  Continue rotating until all ideas have been shared.
Facilitator Note of Possible Responses: Damaging or unhealthy relationships, Loss of trust or respect, Friendships or romantic relationships may end, Others may feel uncomfortable or unsafe around you, Negative reputation (seen as disrespectful or harmful), Legal consequences (e.g., criminal charges, court fees, juvenile detention)
4. As facilitator, elaborate on any important consequences or laws from the items shared.
