Objectives: 
· Students will understand that interaction with others can be wanted or unwanted
· Students will learn to recognize when interaction is wanted or unwanted

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Interaction Slips and Labels, 1 set per group
· Dry Erase Circle Dots, 2 for whole group 
· Scenario Cards, 1 card per group
· Sticky Notes, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut interaction slips and labels and place 1 set for each group in a sandwich bag
· Write “Stalking” and “Concerning” on dry erase circle dots and place labeled dots on opposite sides of the room 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· [bookmark: _Hlk181257685]Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.	

Lesson:
1. Divide class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, sticky notes, and markers.
2. Explain to students that talking, playing, and spending time with friends is a healthy part of growing up. Some interactions can feel good and are wanted, but other times it may be uncomfortable and unwanted. Learning to recognize the difference between wanted and unwanted interactions is an important part of communication respectfully and safely with others.
3. Give each group a set of interaction slips and labels: “wanted” and “unwanted”.
4. Ask students to lay out the “wanted” and “unwanted” labels in front of them.
5. Instruct the groups to read each interaction slip aloud and place the interaction under the label they think is most appropriate.  Walk around to each group and check for understanding.
6. Next, call out a slip and ask a group which label they placed that interaction under and why.  Ask if any other group placed that slip under a different label and why before proceeding to the next slip.  Identify the unwanted behavior and explain these interactions should be reported to a trusted adult.
Facilitator Key:
Wanted:  
· Friends are equally teasing each other
· Playing jokes on each other and both laughing about it
· Working together on a team project
· Sharing ideas on a class presentation
· Listening to each other’s opinion
Unwanted:
· Continually being teased and feeling hurt and upset (Form of harassment/bullying, should be reported)
· Repeatedly being made fun of (Form of taunting/bullying, should be reported)
· Embarrassing tricks are played on someone (Form of harassment/pranking, should be reported)
· Asked to do an unsafe activity to be accepted by others (Form of intimidation/hazing, should be reported)
· Being pushed, shoved, or hit by a peer (Form of assault/physical aggression should be reported.)

7. Instruct each group to choose a volunteer to draw two large circles on their large poster paper.  Assign each group a different slip, starting with the unwanted slips first. 
8. Instruct the groups to illustrate the faces of the two peers having their assigned interaction. Then add a dialogue bubble next to both faces and collaborate to draft what the two are saying to each other. Please Note: They should not illustrate the unwanted behavior and instead focus on how to verbalize the action is unwanted and how the offending person should respectfully accept the request to stop.
9. They should also write down 1 trusted adult they can communicate with to try to get the unwanted behavior to stop.
10. The facilitator will visit each group to provide feedback and guidance, offer suggestions if needed.
11. Explain to students sometimes unwanted behavior isn’t just uncomfortable, it can become a pattern. If someone keeps bothering you after you’ve asked them to stop, follows you around, sends messages constantly, or shows up where you are even when you’ve said no, that can be considered stalking.
12. Point out the signs on opposite sides of the room, “Stalking” and “Concerning”. 
13. Give each group a scenario card.
14. Instruct each group to read their card, discuss it, and choose a spot between the two signs based on how serious they believe the behavior is. 
15. One representative from each group stands in the chosen spot and holds the scenario card.
16. One at a time, each representative will read their scenario to the whole group and explain why they chose their position. Other groups may agree or disagree and share their reasoning. Facilitator will elaborate when necessary, using the guide below. 
	Scenario
	Category
	Reasoning

	Kayla posts a picture of Ryan without asking.
	Concerning
	Posting without permission is disrespectful, but not threatening or repeated.

	Devin follows Taylor from class to lunch every day, even after being told to stop.
	Stalking
	Following someone repeatedly after being told to stop shows a pattern that can be intimidating.

	Jamie checks a classmate’s social media every day.
	Concerning 
	Watching someone’s public account isn’t illegal but if it becomes obsessive, it could become stalking.

	Sam waits outside Maya’s class every day, even though she asked to be left alone.
	Stalking
	Ignoring personal boundaries and repeatedly appearing where someone is can cause fear and distress.

	Chris notices another student shows up to the same places they’re at & watches them.
	Stalking 
	With intention or repetition beyond coincidence, this would be considered stalking.

	Josh receives anonymous messages saying “I’m watching you” every night.
	Stalking
	Repeated, threatening, anonymous messages are emotionally distressing and serious.

	Ella likes all of Max’s posts and sends friendly DMs. Max has never told her to stop but doesn’t encourage it.
	Concerning
	While Ella’s behavior may be persistent, Max has not asked her to stop.

	Jordan shows up at Taylor’s bus stop and walks home behind her several days in a row.
	Stalking 
	Repeated presence can make someone feel followed and unsafe.


17. Explain to students that stalking can happen in person or online, and it can make someone feel scared, anxious, or unsafe. Arizona has laws which make stalking a crime (ARS 13-2923). The law also allows for something called a Protective Order, which legally tells that person to stop contacting or following you. If you ever feel unsafe because of someone’s repeated behavior, tell a trusted adult right away.
18. Debrief the lesson by giving each student a sticky note. Have them write down two trusted adults they could go to if they feel unsafe.
19. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
