Objectives: 
· Students will understand the difference between assault and self-defense
· Students will learn effective responses to conflict

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Sticky notes for each group
· www.quizlet.live on technology device, 1 per student
· Conflict Guide, 1 copy per group
· Conflict Scenarios, 1 copy per group
· Conflict Scenarios Facilitator Guide, 1 copy per facilitator
Prior to the lesson:

· Log in or create an account
· Click on the “Quizlet Live” button
· Click on Random teams
· Click Definition and term
· Keep browser open and be ready to display screen to class
Facilitator note: It is a good idea to play the game prior to implementing it with the students. You will need at least 2 people to join to play the game.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· [bookmark: _Hlk181257685]Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.	
Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper, sticky notes, and markers.
2. Let students know they’ll be working in teams to match terms with their definitions. 
3. Ask students to go to www.quizlet.live on their technology device.
4. Display the join code and instruct students to enter their names to join the game.
5. While waiting for everyone to join, students can review the flashcards located on their screen on their own.
6. Once all students are in, click “Create Game” to assign teams. Quizlet will automatically create teams. Give students a moment to group up with their devices. (Each student needs their own device to participate- once the game starts, each team member sees different parts of the answers on their own device, so they have to talk and collaborate to find the right matches.)
7. When teams are ready, click “Start Game” to begin the activity.
8. Once the game ends, review the top 3 teams displayed on the screen.
9. Instruct groups to discuss the difference between assault and self-defense.
10. Have a few groups share out.
11. Ask a few students to share out an answer to the question: Why is knowing the different between self-defense and assault important?
12. Explain to students’ self-defense is allowed by law but only if you're protecting yourself from a real, immediate threat. If you go too far or respond with force when it’s not necessary, it can become assault and you could face serious consequences. Knowing the difference keeps you safe, helps you stay out of trouble, and shows that you can self-regulate.
13. Next, provide each group with the Conflict Guide handout containing examples of peaceful ways to respond to conflict. Instruct the groups to review the top section of the handout and add any examples of their own.
14. Call on groups to share any additional ideas they come up with. 
Facilitator Note- Some additional ideas may be reporting or blocking someone
15. The facilitator will review the bottom section of the handout, highlighting the potential criminal consequences that can arise when conflicts are not handled appropriately.
16. Now, provide each group with the Conflict Scenarios handout. Instruct the group to read each scenario and answer the 3 questions: What conflict resolution tools could help here? Was this self-defense or assault? Which law might apply?
17. The facilitator will visit each group checking for understanding and promoting critical thinking with questions on their choices. 
18. Call on each group to share one scenario with the class and their response. Ask the listening audience if they chose a different tool/law and why. The facilitator will provide corrections as necessary using the Conflict Scenarios Facilitator Guide. Continue this process until all scenarios have been discussed.
19. Debrief the lesson by asking students to complete the following statement on a sticky note: 
One way I can resolve conflict in a safe way is…
20. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
