Conflict Resolution Lesson
Conflict Scenarios Facilitator Guide

Scenario 1: Jordan tosses Kai’s backpack into the showers. Kai shouts and shoves Jordan into a locker. A teacher arrives just in time to stop a fight.
1. What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Kai could have reported the damage and asked for help
2. [bookmark: _Hlk201658142]Was this self-defense or assault?
→ Assault – Kai initiated physical contact without immediate danger
3. Which law might apply?
→ Kai’s shove may qualify as assault (ARS 13-1203). Jordan’s act could be considered criminal damage (ARS 13-1602) or harassment (ARS 13-2921) for targeting personal belongings

Scenario 2: At lunch, Rachel pulls a chair out from under Mia as she sits down. Mia falls, gets embarrassed, and leaves. Rachel says it was “just a joke,” but Mia ends up at the nurse’s office with a hurt wrist.
1. What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Bystanders could have offered a better option by suggesting a positive action to avoid the prank
2. Was this self-defense or assault?
→ Assault – it resulted in harm, even if unintentional
3. Which law might apply?
→ Assault (ARS 13-1203) – Causing physical injury, even by reckless action, can qualify as assault

Scenario 3: Devon corners Trey in the hallway, bumping him and raising a fist. Trey pushes Devon away and runs off. A teacher sees only the push and brings them both to the office.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk201665375][bookmark: _Hlk201665990]What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Trey could have asked for help from the teacher
2. Was this self-defense or assault?
→ Self-defense – Trey acted to escape a threat and used only enough force to get away.
3. Which law might apply?
→ Devon’s actions could be threatening or intimidating (ARS 13-1202) and/or assault by placing Trey in reasonable apprehension of being hurt (ARS 13-1203)

[bookmark: _Hlk204345914]Scenario 4: Ben posts a private picture of Tasha in a group chat. Some students laugh and react with memes, while others forward it to other groups.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk201667861]What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Tasha could report it, set clear boundaries, and request photo removal
2. Was this self-defense or assault?
→Neither – this is emotional harm and online harassment
3. Which law might apply?
→ Unlawful Disclosure of Explicit Images (ARS 13-1425) 

[bookmark: _Hlk204346938]Scenario 5: Ava’s group accuses her of not contributing to the group project. Frustrated and angry, Ava responds by shoving their belongings off the table causing items to break.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk201668295]What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Ava could express her feelings calmly 
2. Was this self-defense or assault?
→ Assault 
3. Which law might apply?
→ Criminal Damage (ARS 13-1602) – Damaging or destroying someone else property can lead to charges and fines

Scenario 6: After losing a game online, Lily posts, “Hope your team crashes and burns.” A student from the other team replies with angry messages, including, “I’m going to make you regret that, watch your back.” The messages continue daily.
1. What conflict resolution tools could help here?
→ Block, document, and report the behavior to school and platform.
2. Was this self-defense or assault?
→ Harassment/Threatening 
3. Which law might apply?
→ Use of Electronic Communication to Terrify, Intimidate, Threaten, or Harass (ARS 13-2916) This law directly applies to repeated threatening messages online.
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
