(High School)
Planning for a Safe Ride Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand how celebrations may cause an increase in teen driving accidents
· Learn the laws associated with being an unprepared driver
· Explore safety steps you can take as a rider and a driver

Materials:
· 7 Posters labeled with the SLAPPED acronym (see Facilitator Guide pgs. 3-5)
· 1 different colored marker per group
· Driver Characteristics Cards-1 card per group that matches their assigned ride (see Activity 3: Step 1)
· Facilitator Guide (see pgs. 3-5)

Timeframe:  50 minutes

Activity 1: Small group Brainstorming
1. Begin by dividing students into 7 groups.  Provide large poster paper and markers for each group.
2. Inform students that motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of teen deaths.[footnoteRef:1] Teen accidents and fatalities increase around prom and graduation season.   [1:  https://www.cdc.gov/motorvehiclesafety/teen_drivers/teendrivers_factsheet.html] 

3. Instruct the groups to discuss why prom and graduation seasons, along with summer months, see an increase with teen driver accidents and fatalities and be ready to report out.
4. Rotate to each group and ask for volunteers to report out, record responses on the board.  

Activity 2: “SLAPPED” Carousel
1. Introduce the acronym SLAPPED (Safety-Location-Analyze-Passenger’Peer-Pressure-Escape-Detrimental), “if you aren’t careful, you’ll get SLAPPED with detrimental consequences”.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk31796182]Label 7 posters with a different word from the acronym and post around the room.
3. Assign each group a poster and different color marker for a carousel activity.  Instruct each team to start at their assigned poster and discuss what safety steps should be considered for posters 1-6 heading and then record one idea.  Point out that poster 7’s heading “Detrimental Consequences” refers to harmful or damaging effects of not utilizing safety steps.  Remind groups that the idea they record should be different than what is already recorded.  
4. Instruct the groups to wait until you say, “Rotate” before moving clockwise to the next poster.  When all groups have rotated back to the poster they began with, call on volunteers to report out the ideas from their poster.  
5. Add any additional responses not mentioned and any laws that may apply.  (See Facilitator Guide)  

Activity 3: Profile of a Driver
1. Instruct groups to return to their seats.  Assign each group a type of ride: 
· Ride with a Road Rager 
· Ride with a Speed Demon 
· Ride with Intoxicated Passengers 
· Ride with a Distracted Driver 
· Ride with an Impaired Driver 
· Ride with Rowdy Passengers
· Ride with a Defensive Driver

2. Ask students to brainstorm with their group, what consequences the type of ride they received may contain. 
3. After the students have had a few minutes to brainstorm, call out volunteers from each group to report out consequences and record responses on the board.
Possible Responses:  accidents, injuries, driver may receive warnings, traffic violations, escalated violent reactions from other drivers putting all at risk for further violence, driver may lose driving privileges, riders may lose their ride, etc.  Defensive ride has increased chance of arriving at destination safely, enjoying future rides/drives, trust is built with adults that may result in increased privileges, etc. 
4. Next, provide each group with the Driver Characteristic Card for their corresponding assigned ride.  Instruct the students to take turns reading the card’s information to their group then discuss ways they can safely handle the situation as either the driver or rider or both.  The group that receives the Defensive Driver card should discuss ways they can ensure their passengers support a safe ride.   
5. Rotate to each group and provide ideas.  Then, ask each group to present their assigned ride, characteristics and ways to safely handle the situation or ensure their passengers support a safe ride. 
Possible Responses:  Find alternative rides if driver is impaired or other passengers are intoxicated, stay calm and tell the driver or passengers how you feel in the specific unsafe situation and what you want them to do instead, offer to help the driver with anything they may be distracted with, etc.

Debrief:
1. Ask groups to stand.  Instruct groups to choose a volunteer to report one way they can safely get out of an unsafe ride.  The groups may collaborate to come up with an original answer that has not been reported.  When the group reports out an original answer, the members of the group may sit.

“SLAPPED” Facilitator Guide

1. Safety of the Car (repair warnings or tickets)
· Working order
· Everyone wearing seatbelts
· Registered
· Good running condition
· Insurance cards and registration 
· Gas
· Condition of tires 
· Working lights

2. Location Destination (traffic violations)
· Route
· Alternative routes
· Familiar with the location
· Parking
· Timing of the ride, including pick-ups or stopping for something
· Road hazards or road work/detours
· Safe places to stop along the way

3. Analyze the Ride (consuming alcohol)
· Safety of driver’s vehicle
· Other passengers are coming
· Skill level of the driver
· License of the driver
· Sobriety of the driver
· Driver’s reputation behind the wheel
· Driver’s ability to control behavior of passengers

4. Passenger’s Behaviors (distracted driving accidents/seatbelt violations)
· Know who is riding in your car
· Everyone staying in their seatbelts
· Anyone impaired
· Reputation of passenger behaviors in cars
· Setting rules for passenger behavior
· Asking passengers for help to avoid distractions
· Unplanned requests from passengers to make a stop

5. Peer Pressure on Drivers and Riders (reckless driving)
· Refuse peer pressure from passengers to drive recklessly
· Refuse pressure from other drivers to race 
· Set clear expectations of your passengers
· Handle unintended passengers
· Refuse to ride with a driver or other passengers under the influence
· Refuse to drive under the influence
· Refuse riders under the influence

6. Escape Plan for Drivers and Riders
· Plan who to call in an accident
· Plan who to call if passengers are out of control
· Plan who to call if car breaks down
· Code with parents to call you 
· Arrange for an alternative ride home
· Ask to be dropped off at a safe place such as a grocery store
· Let the driver know you may already have a ride home

7. Detrimental Consequences
· Being tossed or ejected from vehicle
· Accidents/Injuries
· Inconveniences with time 
· Driving privileges affected
· Loss of trust from friends who may want to ride with you
· Family or friends unable to get help to you
· Poorly maintained cars may need more repairs; cost of repair is higher

Laws:
· ARS code for seatbelts: 28-909. Vehicle restraints required; exceptions; civil penalty (All front seat passengers and all 15 and under in the backseat) 
· ARS code for consuming alcohol in vehicle:  4-251. Spirituous liquor in motor vehicles; prohibitions; violation; classification; exceptions; definitions
· ARS code for vehicle safety:  28-981. Vehicle equipment; safety requirement

Graduated License Requirements[footnoteRef:2]: [2:  https://azdot.gov/motor-vehicles/driver-services/teen-drivers/permit-and-license-requirements] 

A teen with a Graduated Driver License shall not drive a motor vehicle containing more than one passenger under the age of 18 on a public highway unless one of these conditions is met:
· The passengers are the teen driver's siblings.
· The teen driver is accompanied by a parent or legal guardian with a valid driver license who occupies the front passenger seat.
Graduated License penalties[footnoteRef:3]: [3:  https://azdot.gov/motor-vehicles/driver-services/teen-drivers/penalties] 

There are penalties for drivers under the age of 18 who have a graduated driver license and are convicted of a traffic violation:
· 1st conviction: The driver must attend Traffic Survival School. The violation goes on the driver's record.
· 2nd conviction: Three-month suspension of driving privileges. The violation goes on the driver's record.
· 3rd conviction: Six-month suspension. The violation goes on the driver's record.
There are additional penalties for violation of curfew and passenger restrictions, including fines and mandatory extension of the six-month restricted driving period.
Driving privilege suspension results for a third conviction of curfew and/or passenger violations and other violations, including those related to alcohol.
