Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· [bookmark: _Hlk33079696]Understand how laws may apply to situations teens may face at parties
· Explore solutions to protect their party experience
· Role-Play applying solutions to unsafe party scenarios

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· “Party Scenario” cards-Cut apart and provide 1 card per group (see slides 1-3)
· “Laws” handout-1 per group (see pgs. 3-6)
· Card Keys (see slides 4-6)

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate to different groups.  Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students.  This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating any relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Activity 1:  Drafting Celebration Scenarios
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Explain to the class that following rules are a way to help you avoid negative consequences and penalties of violating laws.  Rules and laws are meant to keep you safe and protect your freedoms.  Consequences and legal penalties are meant to remind you not to disobey rules or violate laws.
3. Provide each group with a “Party Scenario” card and the “Laws” handout.   Briefly review the handout and answer any questions the students may have.  
4.  Instruct the groups to read the scenario and record the numbers of the laws that they think apply to scenario.  There can be more than one law for each scenario.
5. Circulate to each group, providing ideas, checking for understanding and accurate application of the law.
6. Call out each scenario and ask the group with that scenario to share what laws they think apply.  Correct if necessary.  (See Card Keys)

Activity 2:  Round Robin Solutions
1. Next, instruct each group to discuss possible responses to the questions on their card.  Groups should choose a volunteer to record one idea form the group.  
2. Call for the groups to switch cards clockwise.  Groups will read the new scenario, discuss and record one response on the card before rotating clockwise after you call for the switch.  
3. Continue until groups have their original scenario card, circulating to each group, checking for reasonable solutions and providing help when necessary.  
4. Call on each group to report out to the class.  (see card Keys)
5. Instruct the groups to discuss possible consequences for disobeying rules from parents.  Rotate to each group and ask a volunteer to report out.  Record responses on the board.
Possible Responses:  grounded, loss of keys, affect allowances, affect who you can hang out with, affect where you are allowed to go and when, etc. 

Activity 3:  Role Play
1. Now instruct each group to practice the scenario on their card as a skit.  Each group member should take turns playing the role of the one providing the safe solution.  
2. Circulate around to each group, observing their skits and providing encouragement and positive feedback.
3. Ask if any groups would like to volunteer and share their skit with the class.  

Debrief:  1-2-3 Reflection
1. Instruct each student to think of one thing they want to do to be safe and legal at their prom or graduation party.   Then can record their choice on their own notebook paper.  
2. Then, ask the students to record 2 people they can talk to about their choice.  Last, have the students list 3 safe activities they can enjoy at a teen celebration such as a prom or graduation party. 
3. Ask if students want to share aloud their reflection.  It is okay if they want to keep it personal.
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Laws
 Handout

1. Curfew:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Each Arizona city sets its own curfew city ordinance. If you violate curfew you may be ticketed, have to pay a fine, or do community service.  The police may hold you at the police station while a parent or guardian is called, and the parent or guardian comes to pick you up.  Your parent or guardian may also be cited for your violation of curfew laws.

2. Graduated License Requirements:  
A teen with a Graduated Driver License shall not drive a motor vehicle containing more than one passenger under the age of 18 on a public highway unless one of these conditions is met:
· The passengers are the teen driver's siblings.
· The teen driver is accompanied by a parent or legal guardian with a valid driver license who occupies the front passenger seat.
The teen must have a licensed driver who is at least 21 years of age seated in the front seat next to him or her at all times.
Penalties may include traffic school, license suspensions, fines and driving record violations.

3. Texting and Driving:
[bookmark: _Hlk33513302]Wireless Communications are restricted for Permit holders through the first 6 months of a Class G license, while driving, except for emergencies or hands-free navigating systems.  Penalties may include traffic school, license suspensions, fines and driving record violations.
28-914. Use of portable wireless communication device while driving; prohibition; civil penalty; state preemption; definitions

4. Obtaining Alcohol (MIP):
4-241. Selling or giving liquor to underage person; illegally obtaining liquor by underage person; violation; classification; definitions

(L) It is illegal to use a fake ID to obtain alcohol, a minor could be charged with a class 1  
     misdemeanor; court ordered to attend education classes, counseling classes, addiction 
     programs, diversion programs, receive probation, community service, fines, juvenile 
     detention and have their driver’s license suspended.  They could also receive charges for 
     identity theft.
(M) A person who is under the legal drinking age and who solicits another person to purchase, 
       sell, give, serve or furnish spirituous liquor.  A minor could be charged with a class 3 misdemeanor, fines up to $500, potential loss of driver’s license for 6 months, and possible jail time of up to 6 months.
(Q) A person who is at least eighteen years of age and who is an occupant of an unlicensed
      premises are guilty of a class 1 misdemeanor if both of the following apply:
· The person knowingly allows a gathering on such unlicensed premises of two or more persons who are under the legal drinking age and who are neither:
· Members of the immediate family of such person.
· Permanently residing with the person.
· The person knows or should know that one or more of the persons under the legal drinking age is in possession of or consuming spirituous liquor on the unlicensed premises.

5. Under the Influence of Alcohol (MIC)
4-244. Unlawful acts

(34)  It is illegal for minor to drive under the influence of alcohol; any amount.  A minor could be
 charged with a class 1 misdemeanor; receive juvenile detention, fines, ignition lock,  
 community service, probation, alcohol treatment programs and have their driver’s license 
 suspended.
(41) It is illegal to be around open containers or drink under the age of 21, any amount.  A minor 
        could be charged with a class 1 misdemeanor; court ordered to attend education classes, 
        counseling classes, addiction programs, diversion programs, receive probation, community 
        service, fines, juvenile detention and have their driver’s license suspended.
 
6. Marijuana:
13-3405. Possession, use, production, sale or transportation of marijuana; 
A person shall not knowingly possess or use marijuana. Transport for sale, import into this state or offer to transport for sale or import into this state, sell, transfer or offer to sell or transfer marijuana.

7. Prescription Drugs:
13-3406-3407. Possession, use, administration, acquisition, sale, manufacture or transportation of prescription-only drugs; misbranded drugs; 
Possession of illegal drugs, prescription drugs or narcotics and the drug paraphernalia-Felony drug charge Penalties such as Juvenile Detention, Diversion Programs, drug counseling, probation, community service, restitution, permanent record and license suspended.

8. Spiking Drinks:
13-1205. Unlawfully administering intoxicating liquors, narcotic drug or dangerous drug; classification
A. A person commits unlawfully administering intoxicating liquors, a narcotic drug or dangerous drug if, for a purpose other than lawful medical or therapeutic treatment, such person knowingly introduces or causes to be introduced into the body of another person, without such other person's consent, intoxicating liquors, a narcotic drug or dangerous drug.
B. Unlawfully administering intoxicating liquors, a narcotic drug or dangerous drug is a class 6 felony.
C. If the victim is a minor, then the offense shall be a class 5 felony.
9. Vape:  
13-3622. Furnishing of tobacco product, vapor product or tobacco or shisha instruments or paraphernalia to minor; minor accepting or receiving tobacco product, vapor product or tobacco or shisha instruments or paraphernalia; illegally obtaining tobacco product, vapor product or tobacco or shisha instruments or paraphernalia by underage person; classification; definitions
Petty Offense for minors with possible fines, community service and drug programs.

10. Fights:
13-1203. Assault;
An assault is committed any time a person knowingly causes physical injury to another person. It is also any time that someone may feel physically threatened or when someone touches someone else to provoke or insult them. 

11. Causing Trouble:
13-2904. Disorderly conduct; classification
A. A person commits disorderly conduct if, with intent to disturb the peace or quiet of a neighborhood, family or person, or with knowledge of doing so, such person:
1. Engages in fighting, violent or seriously disruptive behavior; or
2. Makes unreasonable noise; or
3. Uses abusive or offensive language or gestures to any person present in a manner 
    likely to provoke immediate physical retaliation by such person

12. Property Damage:
3-1602. Criminal damage; classification
A person commits criminal damage by recklessly defacing or damaging property of another person.
· Damage is under $250=Class 2 Misdemeanor
· Damage between $250=$1,000=Class 1 Misdemeanor
· Damage between $1000-2,000=Class 6 Felony
· Damage between $2000-$10,000=Class 5 Felony
· Damages $10,000 or more=Class 4 Felony
