Objectives: 
· Students will understand the risks while driving under the influence.
· Students will learn the consequences associated with a DUI.

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Foam Dice, 1 per group
· Matching Game, 1 set per group
· [bookmark: _Hlk188606741]Sticky note, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut Matching Game set and place in a sandwich bag for each group

Optional Activity Materials: 
· Fact Strips, 1 set for whole group; cut fact strips prior to the lesson
· Signs, 1 set for whole group; place signs labeled ‘yourself’ and ‘others’ on opposite sides of the room

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. Provide each group with sticky notes, large poster paper and markers.
2. Explain to the class that some drivers may feel that they are safe to drive while under the influence of a drug or alcohol. The following activity will help clarify some of the myths of driving under the influence. 
3. Instruct the groups to number their large poster paper 1-7.  
4. Hand each group a foam die and explain that they will roll the die to determine how many points they earn for providing the correct answer to each statement.  
5. Then groups should roll their dice and record their points next to each number.  
6. The facilitator will read a statement aloud and have each group write down "correct" or "incorrect" next to the corresponding number.
7. Ask a different group each time to reveal their answer, then confirm whether it’s right or wrong and provide any necessary explanations. Groups with correct answers keep their rolled points, while those with incorrect answers cross off their points.
8. Continue this process for all the statements. Once all statements have been read, have the group’s total their points and announce the winning group. 
A) “Driving Under the Influence” (DUI) only affects the driver.
Incorrect: What happens to you can affect your friends and family.  You could be putting passengers, other motorists and pedestrians at risk. [footnoteRef:1]  [1:  http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/societys-mixed-messages.cfm] 

B) Caffeine can help sober you up to drive.
Incorrect:  It takes time for the body to process drugs or alcohol in the system, caffeine only makes you awake. [footnoteRef:2]    [2:  http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/societys-mixed-messages.cfm ] 

C) Being under the influence of drugs or alcohol can affect my driving.
Correct:  Alcohol and drugs affect the way the brain works, affecting attention, coordination, reaction time and balance. [footnoteRef:3]   [3:  http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/what-happens-to-your-ability-to-drive.cfm] 

D) Arizona is a no-tolerance state for DUI.
Correct: You can be arrested with a blood alcohol level of less than the legal limit. [footnoteRef:4]  [4:  https://www.azdps.gov/safety/impaired-driving] 

E) I can’t get a DUI if I am on private property.
Incorrect: You can still be charged with a DUI if you are operating a vehicle or sitting behind the wheel and the engine is off. [footnoteRef:5]   [5:  https://www.azleg.gov/ars/28/01381.htm] 

F) Insurance companies cannot penalize minors for receiving a DUI.
Incorrect: Insurance companies may consider canceling policies or raising rates. [footnoteRef:6]  [6:  https://www.justia.com/criminal/drunk-driving-dui-dwi/dui-penalties/insurance-consequences-of-dui/] 

G) It is costly to get a DUI.
Correct: First time can cost between $5,000 to $10,000 thousand dollars with fines, court fees, program fees and insurance increases. [footnoteRef:7]    [7:  https://www.dmv.org/az-arizona/automotive-law/dui.php ] 

9. Instruct the groups to discuss any questions that surprised them and be ready to report out.  
10. Next, hand each group a Matching Game. The groups will work to match the question with the correct answer. Walk around each group and provide any guidance they may need. 
11. When most groups are finished with their matches, call on one group at a time to read a question and share their group’s response. Continue rotating around the groups until all questions have been addressed and discussed. Use the facilitator guide to provide the students with the correct answers and elaborate when needed.
Facilitators Guide:
a. What does the term ‘legal limit’ mean?  
Answer: The legal amount of alcohol a person (21 and older) can have in their blood stream before getting arrested in Arizona according to ARS 28-1381 is below .08, unless impairment is proved. Facilitator Note: In Arizona, a person is presumed impaired by alcohol if their blood alcohol concentration is .08 or above. A Peace Officer must show impairment to arrest for a person over 21 years old with a blood alcohol concentration under .08.[footnoteRef:8] [8:  https://www.azleg.gov/ars/28/01381.htm ] 

b. What does the letters ‘B – A - C ‘stand for and how is it measured?  
Answer: Blood Alcohol Concentration which may be measured by a blood test, breath test or urine sample. Refusal to take the test may result in a one-year suspension of your drivers license. c. What is the legal limit for blood alcohol for a person under 21 years old?  
Answer: Arizona is a no tolerance state which means a person under 21 may be arrested for DUI with any amount of blood alcohol concentration. Impairment does not need to be proven. [footnoteRef:10] [10:  https://www.salwinlaw.com/dui/underage-dui/#:~:text=Arizona%20is%20a%20zero%2Dtolerance,with%20an%20Under%20Age%20DUI. ] 

d. Can someone get a DUI for driving impaired under the influence of illegal drugs?  
Answer: Yes, in accordance with Arizona Revised Statute 28-1381A3, a person who shows impairment. Other crimes may have been committed in accordance with possession of drugs whether marijuana, dangerous drugs or narcotic drugs. [footnoteRef:11] [11:  https://www.azleg.gov/ars/28/01381.htm ] 

e. Can someone get a DUI for driving impaired under the influence of prescription drugs?  
Answer: Yes, in accordance with Arizona Revised Statute 28-1381A3, a person who shows impairment while taking a prescription medication may be arrested for DUI.  If a person is in possession of a prescription that is not theirs at the time of their arrest, they may also be charged with possession of a prescription drug that does not belong to them. f. Are there any other laws that can be enforced during a DUI violation?
Answer:  Traffic violations, Aggravated DUI (passenger under 15 in the vehicle at the time of the violation), Aggravated Assault, Manslaughter, driving without a license; Driving in violation of a permit, Driving with a Suspended Driver’s License. 12. Now, ask the class to brainstorm with you, outcomes they may want to avoid from driving impaired besides illegal consequences.
Facilitator Note- Possible Responses: grounded, loss of driving privileges, ended friendships, social life reduced, potential scholarships, grants, job offers, etc. negatively affected, loss of trust, loss of money from fines, court fees, time out of jobs, or schoolwork suffers, etc.  
13. Debrief the lesson by having students write on a sticky note an exclamatory sentence (one thing they learned) or an interrogative sentence (one question they still have about driving under the influence).
14. Collect sticky notes as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
Optional Activity:
1. Hand each student a Fact Strip. Pair students together if there are more than 17 students in the class. These facts will have DUI laws, liquor laws, traffic laws, and criminal statutes as they pertain to DUI related offenses.  
2. Ask the students to read their fact and determine if their fact would affect themselves or others.
3. Point out the signs on opposite sides of the room. They will then go to the side of the room their fact relates to. They should be ready to report out their fact strip and why they chose the side they are on.
4. Once all have reported out, have the students take their seats.
5. Ask the class if there were any facts or information shared that surprised them.
